Sayama joined a coalition led by
students to advocate for banning flavored
vaping products that market addictive
nicotine products to children. While being
just as addictive as cigarettes, e-cigarettes
incorporate sweet and fruity flavors to
attract younger users.

State COVID-19 Mandates Update

Starting March 26th, 2022 Hawaii will end two major COVID restrictions, (1)
COVID-19 travel requirements for domestic travel—meaning travelers coming
from other states or U.S. territories, won't have to provide proof of vaccination
or a negative COVID test. And (2) Hawaii’s indoor mask mandate: masking in-
doors will no longer be a government mandate. Private businesses may still re-
quire masks for customers and employees.
