The lack of affordable housing options underline many of our financial woes, espe-
cially for young professionals and new families. As part of a state-wide effort to repur-
pose underutilized facilities, | am committed to redeveloping the Queen Lili‘'uokalani
Elementary School property for teacher housing and Pre-K classrooms.

Located along the Wai‘alae corridor next to the Kaimuki small business district, the
property is within a two-mile radius of three public elementary schools, two public
middle schools, and two public high schools. Its location and current use as a DOE
office space makes this property an ideal candidate for a mixed use housing project
like Hale Kalele: a mixed-use affordable housing development opened along Pi‘ikoi
last year.

We were impressed with the afforda-
bility of units, accommodations, and management of the facility. While | do not intend
to emulate all aspects of Hale Kalele, such as its 20 story height, | hope to use it as
a model to maximize the utility of the KaimukT property not only for housing and Pre-
K classrooms, but also for community needs like public parking.

As | work to secure funding for planning, design, and an Environmental Impact Study
for the project, | am also working with a University of Hawai‘i (UH) Architecture class
to generate conceptual designs. Like UH, I’'m eager to work with community stake-
holders to make sure this project will elevate Kaimuki, provide affordable homes for
teachers, and create classrooms for the next generation of Hawai'i.
