Current Legislation 
Bills Introduced by Rep. Ichiyama: 

 

HB 1207: Many county roads in our neighborhood are in disrepair. Every year, drivers pay an average of $400 to 
repair car damage caused by neglected and unmaintained roads.  This bill appropriates funds to aid the counties 
in the repair and repaving of county roads and highways.  

 
HB 1063: As calls for emergency response services increase, a greater burden is placed on our City's emergency 
medical services division to respond to calls in our community. Callers in our community often experience long 
response times because Moanalua, Salt Lake, Aliamanu, Red Hill and Foster Village are high density areas with a 
sizable distance between the two nearest hospital units. This bill appropriates funds to the Department of Health 
to provide an additional emergency medical service unit to service our district and alleviate lengthy delays in 
medical help. 
 
HB 1208: I strongly support our local farmers and the healthy living of our seniors.  The senior farmers’ market 
nutrition program provides low-income seniors with vouchers for nutritious, fresh fruits and vegetables. This 
program has been running successfully since 2000, supporting not only seniors in need but also local farmers. 
This bill appropriates additional funds to the senior farmers’ market nutrition program.
