Governor Neil Abercrombie announced the release of 
over $26.2 for capital improvement projects to improve 
Hawaii public school facilities. Salt Lake Elementary 
School was allotted $1,000,000 for the design, 
construction and equipment for renovations to convert 
two large open classrooms into four separate 
classrooms. The renovations will also provide sound 
and light separation between individual classes to 
eliminate distractions and promote learning.
