HB168 Paid Family Leave

House Bill 168, which aimed to establish a paid
family leave program, passed its first reading
but did not advance further this session. While
the bill stalled, Rep. Sayama remains committed
to supporting this important initiative and will
continue to work on it during the interim.
Supporting Hawai‘i’'s workers in balancing family
care and financial stability remains a priority,
with ongoing efforts to strengthen the bill for
next session.
