Cross the street at corners, using traffic signals and
crosswalks. Look left, right and left again when crossing
and keep looking as you cross. 
Put electronic devices down, keep heads up and walk,
don’t run, across the street.
Teach children to make eye contact with drivers before
crossing in front of them.
Always walk on sidewalks or paths. If there are no
sidewalks, walk facing traffic as far to
the left as possible.  Children should walk on direct
routes with the fewest street crossings.
Watch for cars that are turning or backing up. Teach
children to never dart out into the street or cross
between parked cars.
Join kids under age 12 for trick-or-treating. If kids are
mature enough to be out without supervision, tell them
to stick to familiar areas that are well lit and trick-or-
treat in groups.

Walk Safely

Slow down and be especially alert in residential
neighborhoods. Children are excited on Halloween and
may move in unpredictable ways.
Take extra time to look for kids at intersections, on
medians and on curbs.
Enter and exit driveways and alleys slowly and carefully.
Get rid of any distractions - like your phone - in your car so
you can concentrate on the road and your surroundings.
Turn your headlights on earlier in the day to spot children
from greater distances.
Popular trick-or-treating hours are 5:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.
Be especially alert for kids during those hours.

FIRE FIRE SAFETY TIPSSAFETY TIPS
Always plug major appliances, like
refrigerators, stoves, washers, and dryers,
directly into a wall outlet
Keeping large amounts of items in the home is
a fire hazard.
Items stored too close to heat sources may
catch and/or fuel a fire.
Hoarding prevents escape, creating a high-risk
of injury or death.
All doors and windows should open easily and
allow you to escape quickly and safely.
Keep walkways and common areas clear of
slip/ trip hazards

UPDATED COVID BOOSTERS
CDC recommends everyone 6 months and older get an
updated COVID-19 vaccine to protect against the potentially
serious outcomes of COVID-19 illness this fall and winter.
Updated COVID-19 vaccines from Pfizer-BioNTech and
Moderna are now available. For people with health insurance,
most plans will cover COVID-19 vaccine at no cost to you.
People who don’t have health insurance or with health plans
that do not cover the cost can get a free vaccine by searching
the CDC vaccine finder here: https://www.vaccines.gov/search/

Extension cords are intended as temporary
wiring solutions and not for permanent use.

Use extension cords according to the U.L.
rating.
Never remove an extension cord’s
grounding pin to fit into a two-prong
outlet.
Never use indoor extension cords
outdoors.

Avoid plugging in more than one plug per
outlet. Failure to do so may lead to
overloading of the circuit.
Discard any item with damaged/frayed wiring.
