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The High Technology Development CorporaƟon will soon purchase 

Mililani Technology Park Phase II for the development of the First Re-

sponders Technology Campus and Cybersecurity Data Center.  

The 150-acre parcel will house faciliƟes for state and county first re-

sponders and a state data center, which are criƟcally needed to en-

sure the public’s safety and security needs for the state. Providing a 

consolidated facility for these agencies allows for joint training exer-

cises and cost saving measures during a Ɵme when there are limited 

funds.   

Ahead of the acquisiƟon slated  for this month, the Legislature dedi-

cated an addiƟonal  $900,000 in this year’s state budget to design 

Phase I of the First Responders Technology Campus. Phase I entails 

training faciliƟes which include a rescue and repel towers, firing 

range, driving course, buildings for tacƟcal training, as well as many 

other features.
