Bills Passed through Legislature

SB97 RELATING TO MOTOR VEHICLES

Part I: Increases the penalty for a third or subsequent
offense within five years of excessive speeding to a
misdemeanor with a mandatory minimum jail
sentence of thirty days. Part II: Clarifying penalties for
noncompliance with the maximum speed limit under
an automated speed enforcement system and
specifying that any summons or citations resulting
from noncompliance shall not be recorded on a
person's traffic abstract and used for insurance
purposes. (CD2)

SB222 RELATING TO FIREWORKS

Extends the sunset date of the lllegal Fireworks Task
Force from 6/30/2025 to 6/30/2030 and extends the
((mntjol reporting requirements to the Legislature.
CDI

SB223 RELATING TO FIRE PREVENTION

Requires the Department of Land and Natural
Resources to establish an independent program
relating to the prevention, control, and extinguishment
of wildland fires within forest reserves. Authorizes the
Administrator of Forestry and Wildlife to establish and
maintain facilities for the performance of fire
protection, fire prevention, pest control, and forest and
range protection and enhancement activities. Allows
the State Fire Council to amend the State Fire Code to
require certain owners and occupants of properties
and holders of easements located in hazardous fire
areas to maintain effective firebreaks and to practice
other fire prevention activities. Requires the
Department of Land and Natural Resources to
establish and implement the Community Fuels
Reduction Project. Requires reports to the Legislature.
Appropriates funds. (CD1)

SB88 RELATING TO THE HAWAII NATIONAL GUARD
Authorizes the payment of allowances for TRICARE,
TRICARE Dental Program, and vision coverage to all
officers, warrant officers, and enlisted personnel of the
Hawai'i National Guard ordered to active duty for more
than 30 days. (CDI)

SB224 RELATING TO IDENTIFICATION

Requires the Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation to assist inmates with obtaining civil
identification cards and other identification
documents within a certain time. (HDI1)

SB104 RELATING TO CORRECTIONS

Beginning 7/1/2026, restricts the use of restrictive
housing in state-operated and state-contracted
correctional  facilities, with  certain  specified
exceptions. Establishes a restrictive housing legislative
working group to develop and recommend more
comprehensive laws, policies, and procedures
regarding restrictive housing for members of
vulnerable populations by lﬂ3l2027. Requires the
Hawai'i Correctional System Oversight Commission to
review restrictive housing placements on an annual
basis. Authorizes the Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation, by 12/1/2027, to implement policies and
procedures recommended by the restrictive housing
working group related to committed persons. Requires
interim and final reports to the Legislature and Hawai'i
Correctional System Oversight Commission. (CDT1)
