How To Quickly Find Bills: Subject Search

Engaging in the legislative process can
be a powerful way to make your voice
heard and impact policy-making.
However, it can also be a complex and
overwhelming process, especially for
those new to advocacy or unfamiliar with
how laws are made.

To assist in your journey, numerous
resources are available to simplify and
enhance your engagement. One helpful
resource is the Public Access Room
(PAR), dedicated to facilitating public
involvement in Hawai‘i’s legislative
process. PAR offers a comprehensive
understanding of Capitol operations,
informative workshops, and a physical
space for public use at the State Capitol,
Room 401. PAR’s services are provided
by a non-partisan office without any
service fees.

Explore a wealth of information on PAR’s
website, including a detailed guide to the
legislative process, tips for navigating the
Legislature’s website, and advice for
participating in public hearings.

Learn more about finding and tracking
measures to create lists of bills and
resolutions you’re interested in, view the
current status of numerous measures,
and create easy-to-read reports.
1.Go to the Legislature’s website
(capitol.hawaii.gov) and click on the
“Reports and Lists” link (or select it
from under the “Laws & Research”
tab).
2.Click on the “Subject Search” bar —
the last one in the light blue column
on the left. In the search box that
appears, enter the exact word or
phrase you’d like to find.
Note this only searches in the current bill
draft’s Measure Title, Report Title
(keywords), and Description and does
not search the full content of the bill or
past versions.
