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10 Red-Light Cameras Across Urban Honolulu will start issuing fines for speeding

In addition to issuing fines to drivers that run the red-light at these 10 high traffic
intersections, fines for speeding will start April 29th. The red-light system will capture a 12
second video of the traffic violation, send the video to HPD for further review, and approved

violation will be mailed within 10 days.

Bill Crossover

This legislative session, 372 out of the 1,437 Senate bills introduced have crossed over to be
considered by the House.
