Regarding community concerns on illegal activity at DeCorte Neighborhood Park,
Patrol units CPT and CRU are committed to continually monitoring the park. Sergeant
Oato researched the criminal activity history and found that from November 1, 2024 to
January 24, 2025, there were four 911 calls for service. In addition to this, two
homeless individuals who were at the park have since found permanent housing.

Kamehameha School security is also remaining proactive and utilizing drones to check
for illegal activity on the park’s hillside. If any illegal activity is detected, they will
inform Sergeant Oato. If you see something, say something and call 911.
