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Funding Released for Final Phase of Kealakaha Stream Bridge Project 

 

Honolulu --  More funding has been released for the Kealakaha Stream Bridge Replacement project.  A 

capital improvement project, $30-thousand was released by Governor Abercrombie to close out the 

project.
