CSGTF was established under Senate Bill 1174 (Act 130). The bill was introduced
to address several issues brought to surface relating Charter Schools. Act 130
establishes a task force that seeks accountability among stakeholders of the
charter school system. Among the objectives of the Task Force are to develop
legislation or administrative rules on the governance structure of charter schools,
identify oversight and monitoring responsibilities of the charter school review
panel, and discuss funding related issues.
