Keapuka Traffic Concerns   
Over the last year, we’ve been working with the Keapuka residents to try to address concerns with 
traffic and speeding through their neighborhood. After holding community meetings throughout the 
year, DTS has surveyed the area and proposed three traffic calming measures for the community. 
We’ve spent time canvassing the neighborhood to give residents a chance to vote on which traffic 
calming measure they want to see implemented in their neighborhood.  
 

Of the residents we spoke to and took our online survey, 50 people want Shoulder/Parking Lanes, 
40 want Solar Driver Feedback Signs, and 31 want Traffic Circles. 36 residents support putting in all 
three traffic calming measures. We are doing further analysis and considering resident recommen-
dations.  We will look at scheduling our next Keapuka Community Meeting at the end of October 
2011. 
 

Clean and Sober Homes 
Following up on concerns raised by residents over the number of occupants living at 45-692  
Halemuku Way, our office contacted the Department of Planning and Permitting’s Windward Code 
Inspector and asked that he conduct an investigation. On 8/24/11 we were informed that a violation 
had been found and that the property owner, Mr. Solbach, would be issued a citation which would 
include daily fines for non-compliance given that this was a repeat offense.  Our office had  
previously been in contact with DPP in 2009 over occupancy concerns, and at that time a citation 
had also been issued.   
 

We will continue to work with the community and involved state & county agencies on potential  
legislation regarding oversight of clean and sober homes in our communities that will create a safe 
solution for everyone.
