After his servic&/orld War II,
he became a lawyer and elected official, and helphdnge
discriminatory laws in Hawaii. He routinely visitae and we talk
about politics, a passion we both share. It isemmh come true for
me to have a mentor who was a politician from tB&41 Hawaii
Democratic Revolution and a veteran of World War We met in
2002 and have been friends ever since.

"Finally, | have friends in the 100th Infantry Baion such as
Robert Arakaki, its current President. | got toowna number of
them by volunteering at their events and hanging with them
during lunchtime at Club 100. When | am with thdram always
inspired to shoot for my dreams and do the beahldp.

"l am so honored to have these heroes in my lifam who | am
because of them. We must do all we can to contiheie legacy so
that their sacrifice is remembered eternally. Hgva United States
postage stamp honoring them would be a wonderifulte. Thank
you."
