"Mr. Speaker, | stand in support of this measuriman
trafficking is an unfortunate circumstance of hunkaings in poor
living conditions, desperate for a better qualifylife. As a result,
they are deceived, taken advantage of, and abosedrerous ways.
Many of them are immigrants, particularly women ahddren.

"According to the U.S. Government, approximatel@0®00
human beings are trafficked across internationaflérs each year,
with millions more being trafficked in their own thens. Of these
800,000, 80% are females, and up to 50% are minors.

"Because of Hawaii's geographical position, hurrafficking is
occurring in our islands. During November of 2083/Vaipahu man
was charged with several counts of human traffigkamd forced
labor on his pig farm in Nanakuli.

"On January 4th of 2008, two men were sentencethdyederal
court in Hawaii for illegally recruiting Chinese w@n to American
Samoa. The women were forced into prostitution bing denied
access to their passports, and the pay they weriged.

"It is essential that the Hawaii Anti-Traffickingask Force
receives the extended time period, additional mestend funding
necessary for Hawaii to stay involved in this uthjteational battle
against human trafficking."

He knows when and where she wotks, sthool
where she waits to pick up the children, her tebeygghnumbers, as
well as her travel routes to reach home, work dfillfuother
responsibilities, needs or preferences. Such kripeleof her daily
routines furnishes the abuser with numerous oppiti¢s to harass,
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talk, intimidate, assault or abuse the victim inlation of protective
orders.

"The electronic monitor is a global positioningtedite (GPS)
device. Its purpose is to reduce contact betweesrdar violator and
the victim. If the order violator enters a courfided exclusion zone,
the victim and the police will be notified as t@thiolator's location.
