"Without anti-encroachment laws, existing refiesriwould be
allowed to build additional service stations in adtageous locations
and new entrants will have a choice of operatirgjrtbwn stations
instead of using franchised dealer's stations. Tih&eased
competition will reverse the negative effect ofuladion, facilitating
a fair return on dealers' service stations.

"Repealing anti-encroachment laws was one of séver
recommendations made in the Stillwater Report aachlglad that
we are taking it up.

"The bottom line is with an increase in competitithe potential
for reduced retail price increases. Thank you, $freaker.”

Hawaii is one of only five stategheiut an ignition
interlock statute, and only three other states haleehol-related
traffic fatality percentage rates higher than Hawan fact, there
were 79 alcohol-related traffic fatalities in 200Those 79 deaths
represent 49.1% of all Hawaii's traffic fatalitilest year.

"States such as New Mexico, West Virginia, andcOlho have
implemented some form of an ignition interlock systhave seen
significant decreases in relapse rates. With modsfeguards,
ignition interlock systems are difficult to circuent when properly
installed and monitored. Measures such as peatiglicequiring a
retest while the car is running or a camera takingicture of the
person blowing into the receptacle, need to be rparated to
prevent possible circumventions.

"The program will give our courts an alternative full license
suspension and it allows offenders to maintainrthesponsibilities
like picking up the kids or driving to work, whileminding them
that their behavior has a direct impact on theintrio drive.

"The American Association of Pediatrics estima06 to 10,000
children are injured in school bus crashes each aed would have
been spared injury if they were wearing lap/shauliits. Seat belts
would help reduce or prevent injuries in roll-ow@ashes and side
crashes more than mere compartmentalization, tmeerdusafety
method used for school buses.

"According to the 2007 National Highway Safety Adistration
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, shoulder/lap sels$ beould make
a child safer on large school buses. Many childtamd on the bus.
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This practice could be eliminated if students werguired to wear
safety belts. This would also aid the disciplinelyjem.

"Let's not quibble about the costs when it comessafety.
Employing seat belts on school buses is not priwdty expensive
if it's done on a graduated schedule and callimgh&wly acquired
buses to have seat belts first. Prevention is tae nost-saving
strategy in healthcare. Would we wait to give édte insulin until
he lapsed into coma? Would we prefer spending tlo@em on
rehabilitation from brain injury before acting teatease risks? Of
course not.

"Seat belt laws have been passed in New York, Nevsey,
Florida, Texas, Kansas and California. Hawaii stidigllow their
lead. How can we insist that children be placebadoster seats, car
seats and seat belts in private cars, yet send tférto school
beltless. This is a no-brainer. Thank you, Mr. Sped
