"Inclusionary Zoning is a zoning ordinance or lanse policy
which either mandates or encourages developersoabiihg to
include a specified percentage of housing thaffedable to lower
and/or moderate income households to insure thatlaquate supply
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of housing for residents of all income levels ioyded for the
maintenance of a balanced community.

"This bill only enables, not requires, counties tmpose
inclusionary zoning at the subdivision and permgtistages of
development. It was suggested to me by the Kaoanty housing
department, and was supported by the Hawaii Courgysing
department and Chuck Wathen. Mr. Wathen is a t@idaveloper
who heads the nonprofit Housing Hawaii. Housingwhlia is a
consortium of private and nonprofit entities foalisen increasing
affordable housing in Hawaii. Mr. Wathen was agtins an
individual in support of this measure, and proviaee with a large
volume of research supportive of inclusionary zgninl will be
citing much of the research Mr. Wathen provided imethese
remarks.

This power emandtem the Tenth
Amendment to the United States Constitution, whigterved to the
states their inherent powers. The police poweitlestcommunities
to take actions and adopt laws and policies thatept the public's
health, safety and welfar8ee Euclid v. Amber Realty Compazig?2
U.S. 365 (1926).

"Hawaii's counties have the authority to establisblusionary
zoning programs under HRS Section 46-4 (a), whighes “The
powers granted herein shall be liberally constriredavor of the
county exercising them.”

"Hawaii would be wise to follow the example set Gglifornia,
which has very successfully implemented inclusigrnesning, and
seen a dramatic improvement in the availability affordable
housing. The California Housing Element Manualitten by the
California Affordable Housing Law Project of the t#ia Interest
Law Project, was recently updated in February 200he Manual
states:

"The California Constitution expressly authorizeiies and
counties to exercise the police power, providinat thither “may
make and enforce within its limits all local, p@ijcsanitary, and
other ordinances or regulations not in conflicthamthe general
laws.” California Constitution, Article XI, sectiod. Even before
Euclid, the California Supreme Court found that local@ownents
could legitimately employ their police powers tootact the
general welfare by enacting zoning ordinances icrgaesidential
zones reserved for single-family housiijller v. Board of Public
Works 195 Cal. 477 (1925).

Over the years, the courts have held the policeepdw be quite
broad, especially in the context of local land lese. It has been
deemed “elastic,” expanding to meet ever changoglitions of
the modern worldSee Euclicat 387 ,Agins v. City of Tiburor447
U.S. 255, 260-63 (1980). The depth and elasticitghe police
power provide local governments with broad disoretito
determine use and development of the finite suppland within
their borders. Any controls or regulations that @oé unreasonable
and bear some relationship to the general welfafethe
community are permissible unless proscribed bymptize state
or federal laws or by the federal or California stitations.
Inherent in the police power, then, is the powerekelude or
condition development. California Housing Elembfanual, 2nd
Edition [Feb. 200AChapter I8

The exclusionary aspect of the power has manifétgetf over the
years in the form of policies and practices thatehaxcluded
affordable housing. “Exclusionary zoning” as it @io be called
further exacerbated patterns of racial and econmegregation

A.2d 713,appeal dismissed and cert. denid@3 U.S. 808 (1975)
(Mount Laurel I)

Following this lead, the California Supreme Coudopted the
regional welfare standard irssociated Homebuilders of the
Greater East Bay, Inc., v. City of Livermpr&8 Cal. 3d 582
(1976): [If] a restriction significantly affects sielents of
surrounding communities, the constitutionality o trestriction
must be measured by its impact not only upon thiéaveeof the
enacting community, but upon the welfare of theraumding
region.ld. at 601.

The local power to regulate land use has also liedted by

statute. Beginning in the 1960's, Congress ance stgfislatures
started to recognize the disastrous effects thég¢tiened local
discretion can have on racial integration, the mment and the
provision of affordable housing. Federal and states— especially
state mandated local planning laws and fair houking— placed
significant limitations on local power to excludeousing,

balancing the need for affordable housing and eqpgabrtunity
with the need for local decision making. Generalhese laws not
only restrict exclusionary or discriminatory landeupolicies, but
also require communities to affirmatively plan forclusion of

affordable housing.

California has taken the lead nationally, mandatimat all local
governments adopt a housing element as part obtta¢ general
plan, that “makes adequate provision for the hausieeds of all
economic segments of the community.” Cal. Govt. €865580et

seq. California's fair housing laws also expressly pbithi
discriminatory land use polices (Cal. Govt. Cod@385 et seq)

and discrimination against affordable housing (Gadvt. Code
§65008). And the state's “anti- NIMBY” law requirdscal

government to approve certain affordable housingeld@ments
unless certain rigorous findings are made (Cal. tG&ode
§65589.5)."

"Furthermore, a study from the California AffordmbHousing
Law Project of the Public Interest Law Project aifdstern Center
on Law and Poverty dated December 2002, "Inclusio@aning:
Legal Issues and Inclusionary Zoning: Policy Coesation and Best
Practices" determined that Inclusionary Zoning isnslitutional.
The study states:

Years of Innovation,” done in 2003 by the Califarri@oalition for
Rural Housing and Non-Profit Housing Association Gdlifornia
found that many of the opposition to inclusionargning is
unfounded:

Local officials cite a number of factors that coiopte or undercut
successful implementation of inclusionary prografiee principal
obstacle is scarcity of land for development, ndite&®9 percent of
jurisdictions, followed by developer opposition, ted by 39
percent. Lack of funding and community oppositioa abstacles
in 31 percent and 19 percent of jurisdictions, eesipely. Other
respondents cite high land prices and inadequakdicpworks

infrastructure as challenges to the developmenmteof affordable
housing.

Developer opposition arises from the perspectiet ificlusion of
affordable housing in market-rate developments imgnfcially
prohibitive and/or unfairly shifts costs to moderatand above
moderate-income families via higher sales prices aents.
Moreover, profit-motivated builders argue that thee unfairly
forced to shoulder the financial onus for afforéatiiousing
provision that should rightly be borne by the pabdiector in
partnership with below-market-rate developers ia blusiness of
developing and operating affordable housing.

In the face of enormous housing needs, expectasi@shifting in
the contemporary development scene. Accepting sk tof
building or supporting affordable housing will réxg for-profit
developers to adapt. While it is not surprisingtthiaere is
resistance, the market arguments that inclusiopaticies will
stifle construction or dramatically increase ma#niege real estate
prices have yet gone unproved. During the 1990sstaaction
rates and permit valuations remained steady oriroselusionary
jurisdictions, as they did statewide. Anecdotalbrép confirm that
developers continue to build and that more newhstwicted units
are affordable as the result of local inclusioranggrams.

"Inclusionary Zoning regulations can survive leg#tack if they
are specific and apply across-the-board. At tineestime, the policy
should afford the community the ability to providgemptions for
true hardship and alternative means of compliaalmg with clear
implementation procedures.

"To reach maximum effectiveness and meet the gbaiclusion,
policies should require as many on site comparaiiferdable
housing units as possible. This practice leadsotmd planning by
encouraging income-integrated communities and tasgisn the
prevention of unfounded stigma often attached farddble housing.
