Our little girl, s, died Feb. 7,
2004, from hyperthermia from prolonged exposure etdreme
environmental conditions in a car. | ask that yelp honor all the
children who have died by prevention."

"A second concern is that a young child (under afj®) left
unattended in a vehicle may be at great risk fpmynas he or she
may touch the vehicle controls, which may also poggeat risk to
others.

"HB2034 follows the same philosophy as giving eket to
someone who does not wear his or her seat belipl®enderstand
the inherent dangers, but it takes legislation tmange such
dangerous behavior.

"l ask all members to support this measure.

In my written comments | want ¢knawledge
the contribution of Karl Rhoads on this issue. $&vgears ago he
brought this issue to my attention and finallysitcoming | think, to
reality. So I'd like to thank him and to acknowledye fact that he
was really the person who thought of this in thetfplace. Thank
you."

"Many of you are too young to remember when thees no
requirement for children to be in car seats or twoseats in a
vehicle. In fact, there was a time when mothers fokildren on
their laps or put them in a seat that simply hookedr the front
seat—with not even a seatbelt! Over time our ustdeding of the
danger of such practices has changed. How mangrehidied or
were seriously injured because of the lack of adegjaar seats and
safety restraints? Responsible adults today woatdeven think of
having a child unsecured in a vehicle--the publs been educated
about the dangers and laws have been made to adtiagssafety
concern.

"Just as many then did not understand the ser@ssof having a
child unrestrained in a vehicle there are many newo do not
understand or who do not acknowledge the dangerteafing
children unattended in a vehicle. Leaving a chifthttended in a
vehicle is unsafe for the child. It is extremeiypiortant that the
public be made aware of that fact. People neeghtterstand that
there can be tragic consequences, including: Bkeake/death,
strangulation in a car window, injury from settiagar in motion, or
abduction by a stranger.

"In 2007, media reports showed that more thant8lren were
known to have died across the natifsom injuries sustained by
being left alone in a car. These numbers do ndudte those who
were left in a hot car and saved just in time, fwwse who have
suffered but have not died as a result of beingitetars. Far too
many children have lost their lives or suffered wliteis completely
preventable.

"We cannot help but be affected by the heart-wnergctestimony
of Deona Ryan, a mother whose only child died invaiain 2004 as
the result of being left unattended in a vehiclealdyabysitter. One-
year-old Aslyn Ryan suffered terribly before herate Over a
period of 48 hours, she had multiple strokes aretieé continuous
blood transfusions from the bleeding in her intesgj kidneys and
nose. She suffered many other hypoxic and hypeniberelated
injuries. She finally lost her struggle to survileaving grieving
parents whose lives have been forever changed ibyptkventable
death.

"This bill's purpose is to protect innocent liveg prohibiting
operators and adult passengers of motor vehicten feaving the
vehicle with an unattended child inside for fiveneties or more and
make such conduct a violation of the statewidefitrafode, for
which a violator may only be fined. This prohibiti will provide
one more tool with which the police may take coteraction to
protect Hawaii's children. In addition, there ia aducational
component, which requires the examiner of drivergesst license
applicants for knowledge of this offense. The iegments and
penalties of leaving a child unattended in a meiicle shall be
printed on a card, which shall be placed in thegloompartment of
every rental motor vehicle offered to the public.

"Mr. Speaker, this bill is an example of how wives are doing the
right thing, it comes to be — a similar bill is niog in the Senate and
hopefully 2008 will be the year. | would like thank all the
supporters of the bill who have helped it alongnitany paths and
multiple versions. Special thanks to Represergakarl Rhoads
who brought this issue to my attention 7 years agd to the
researchers at the Legislative Reference Bureau.urge my
colleagues to support this bill."
