STATEMENT OF OBJECTIONS TO HOUSE BILL NO. 987

Pursuant to Section 16 of Article 11l of the Canhgton of the State
of Hawaii, | am returning herewith, without my appal, House Bill
No. 987, entitled "A Bill for an Act Relating to Ree Officers."

The purposes of this bill are (1) clarify the meaning of "acts
done in the performance of the officer's duty gmlice officer" for
the purposes of determining if a police officer whgrosecuted or
sued must be represented by an attorney providedebgounty and
(2) to specify that the police commission's requést a
recommendation by the county attorney or corponatimunsel
regarding the entitlement of the police officerctmunsel at county
expense shall be responded to within seven worttays.

Section 52D-8, Hawaii Revised Statutes, provittes whenever a
police officer is prosecuted criminally or suedilbjvfor acts done
in the performance of the officer's duty, the ddficshall be
represented at county expensebgrthe county. The amendment
made by this bill will define the acts done in theformance of the
officer's duty as a police officer to include artyian while in a duty
status or while the police officer is on duty, agfion performed by

an off-duty police officer while effecting an arte@s performing any
other police duty, and any action performed by ploéce officer
while on special duty status.

As written, this bill is overly broad and couldapé the counties in
a position that they would have to defend a patiffeer when he
committed a criminal act. The bill very clearly pides that
whenever there is a criminal case or civil casérsgan officer, and
the acts the officer is claimed to have committeduored while the
officer was on regular or special duty, the countieust provide an
attorney to represent the officer. Thus, an offiadro, while on
patrol, engaged in a drug deal or robbed a bankijldvbave an
absolute entitlement to a county-paid attorneyriihinally charged
with possession of an illegal substance or bankepb As this bill
is written, there are no exceptions -- so longhasofficer is on duty,
the officer gets a county-paid lawyer, regardleéshe acts the
officer commits.

We recognize the need for officers to be providdth legal
representation when in the performance of theifedutHowever,
there may be acts committed by a small minoritgf@i€ers while in
the performance of their duties that are not in $seepe of an
officer's authority as a police officer, i.e., &ties such as the sale
of narcotics, sexual assault, domestic violenceglaty. Officers
should not be provided with legal representatiothise or similar
instances. Automatically affording officers legatpresentation
would violate the trust bestowed by the citizensytlare sworn to
protect. Further, legal representation paid for thg individual
counties in instances when a law enforcement offic@nmits
criminal acts would blemish the reputation and gritg of all law
enforcement officers and endanger the public's atpm their
Police Departments.

Additionally, the seven day timeline for a coustgorporation
counsel or county attorney to submit a recommeodat the police
commission is, in the judgment of the countieseatistic and could
cause the county police commissions to make dexsigithout
proper recommendations and without the relevanesdtigative
information. A proper investigation often takes k&é& complete.

We acknowledge that police officers' work placésent in
confrontational situations, which may lead to alégns of civil and
criminal wrongdoing. We are sympathetic to the @ns expressed
by police officers and by the State of Hawaii Origation of Police
Officers, who are not confident that all deservofficers receive
legal representation, and are concerned about tbentel
consequences of lawsuits and criminal charges hadeffect on
officers' morale and the manner in which they masrcout their
duties. | understand the State of Hawaii Orgaromatdbf Police
Officers has worked with the counties over the pestk to craft
language that addresses the concerns of the ceuwtide ensuring
representation for police officers when it is trulgrranted.

I would support a bill that made it more likelyathdeserving
officers would receive legal representation. | aarsupport this bill
with the serious language flaws described above.
