STATEMENT OF OBJECTIONS TO SENATE BILL NO. 1805

Pursuant to Section 16 of Article Ill of the Cahgton of the State
of Hawaii, | am returning herewith, without my appal, Senate Bill
No. 1805, entitled "A Bill for an Act Relating to eBetic
Counselors."

The purpose of this bill is to require the Depaminof Health to
establish a licensure program for genetic counselor order to
ensure access to high quality genetic counselingcss.

This bill is objectionable because the State Aard@onducted a
sunrise analysis of a similar bill in 2006 and fduhat the licensing
of genetic counselors is not necessary and doeseet the criteria
for regulation under the Hawaii Regulatory Reforntt.AThe
Auditor's analysis stated that establishing a Basp program is
largely about title protection. It gives licensedlividuals the ability
to use the title but does not prohibit the practigenon-licensed
practitioners. The Auditor considered cases of harited by
supporters of licensing but noted, however, tha Harm cited
stemmed from those outside regulation. As a reshé#, Auditor
concluded that licensing would have "no bearing dinect,
commercial marketing of DNA testing and counseliagpecially at-
home genetic self testing, which is a burgeonimiyigtry."

There is no question that qualified genetic colmmsecan provide
positive services to individuals with significanedith issues. The
argument, however, that licensing genetic counselaitl protect
those seeking services from incompetent or unstwupypersons is
not valid. The bill prohibits unlicensed individsafrom using the
title genetic counselor but it would not prohildietn from offering
services. Should an individual in need of servisesk additional
knowledge about a counselor's qualifications, tbhayld consult the
American Board of Genetic Counseling which serves the
credentialing organization for the genetic coumgglprofession in
the U.S. and Canada. Although well-intentioned, fibensing of
genetic counselors by the State warrants more stndyanalysis by
the Auditor as provided under Chapter 26H, HawaéviBed
Statutes. Finally, procedural flaws under Sectid®sand 16 of
Article Il of the State Constitution appear to bawccurred in the
passage of this bill.
