A BILL FOR AN ACT PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO
ARTICLE V, SECTION 1, OF THE HAWAII CONSTITUTION,
TO CHANGE THE AGE QUALIFICATION FOR THE OFFICES
OF GOVERNOR AND LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR FROM THE
AGE OF THIRTY YEARS TO THE AGE OF TWENTY-FIVE
YEARS.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE
OF HAWAIL:

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that amending @onstitution
of the State of Hawaii to allow Hawaii residentsenty-five years
and older, to be a candidate for and hold the ®fti€ governor or
lieutenant governor will inspire Hawaii's young p&oto participate
in the leadership process. There are many ouisigngualified, and
experienced candidates under thirty who are untbleun for the
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office of governor or lieutenant governor becausethe current
arbitrary age restriction of thirty years.

While there are many successful entrepreneurstaryilleaders,
and elected officials who are under the age otythyyoung people
are generally more disillusioned with governmenig éeel they are
excluded and are not a part of the process. Logetlie age to
twenty-five for Hawaii's top elected officials willhspire young
people, who will realize the door is open and thpastunity is there
for them to represent our state as governor otdieant governor.

The legislature further finds that a twenty-fiveay old, according
to the United States Constitution, is qualified rtm for and be
elected to Congress, and therefore has the powelettare war,
sending hundreds of thousands of American songlanghters into
combat, risking their lives. Thousands of Hawaldgers of all ages
recently returned from Irag, and many of thesernétig veterans are
young people who feel inspired from the experietocserve Hawaii
in a leadership position.

The purpose of this Act is to propose an amendreatticle V,
section 1, of the Constitution of the State of Hiaemreduce the age
qualification for the office of governor from thjrtyears to
twenty-five years. This amendment will also redtioe age for the
lieutenant governor, as the qualifications are $laene for both
offices, as stated in article V, section 2.

SECTION 2. Article V, section 1, of the Constitutt of the State
of Hawaii is amended to read as follows:

"THE EXECUTIVE
ESTABLISHMENT OF THE EXECUTIVE

Section 1. The executive power of the State shall be vesteal
governor. The governor shall be elected by thdiftpa voters of
this State at a general election. The person vieceithe highest
number of votes shall be the governor. In case tie vote, the
selection of the governor shall be determined asiged by law.

The term of office of the governor shall begimabn on the first
Monday in December next following the governoracébn and end
at noon on the first Monday in December, four yeheseafter.

No person shall be elected to the office of gowefor more than
two consecutive full terms.

No person shall be eligible for the office of gowar unless the
person shall be a qualified voter, have attained @be of {thirty
twenty-five years and have been a resident of this Statévioyéars
immediately preceding the person's election.

The governor shall not hold any other office orpisgment of
profit under the State or the United States dutiregggovernor's term
of office."

SECTION 3. The question to be printed on thedbahall be as
follows:

"Shall the age qualification for the office of gomor and office of
lieutenant governor be reduced from thirty yearaagé to twenty-
five years of age?"

SECTION 4. Constitutional material to be repeakedracketed
and stricken. New constitutional material is usdered.

SECTION 5. This amendment shall take effect upompliance
with article XVII, section 3, of the Constitutionf the State of
Hawaii.

I've had unfortunattelexperiences to
know many victims, either friends or family membekad seeing all
the things they go through with the court systeroan attest from
their life experiences that it's very hard to gebaviction for various
different crimes from petty theft, stealing of a,a@ssault, and actual
murder. And | just simply, because of that experégrtannot support
anything that would allow any prisoner to get cailyy because from
these experiences, it's hard just to get a coovicti

Representative Souki rose to speak in supporthefheasure,
stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | wish to speak in favor. | justnivdo advise the
Members that this is merely to request that theukhlook into the
possibility. It's not final. We're just going toolo into the possibility
of a reduction in sentences. Thank you, very much."

Representative Thielen rose and asked that thd @eord a no
vote for her, and the Chair "so ordered."

Representative Evans rose to speak in supporhefnteasure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support. Whikis Resolution
came about from a visit to eastern Kentucky wheeshave 600
women prisoners there, 400 are Kentuckian and ab@Qitare from
Hawaii. Kentucky has an early earned-time prograuh tae warden
and | had a discussion about it. | think peopledrteeunderstand that
this is for non-violent, possibly drug-related prams, people that
are non-violent, that if they work their prograndahey show good
behavior.

"For example, let's say you're in for 10 yearsydfi work your
drug treatment programs, you get involved in thekwiines, you
never get in trouble, you never get locked downy, gever talk back,
you're like a good citizen for example, it's likeuy good behavior
gives you 'earned time', as they call it. It's usedome other states.
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I'm not saying it's perfect, but | think it's soimiey we need to
explore because we need to teach people good loelmatterns.

"There are consequences in prison right now. Uf got badly, they
have what they call the Adjustment Committee. i yet badly, you
get put in lockdown. Then, if you go before the HéwParole
Authority and they say you acted badly, basicatiyrysentence can
be extended. So if you act badly there is a coresempi

"This is about if you act well then there is alsgonsequence. So
it's trying to encourage people to have good beinaeind set goals,
and become good citizens. So | think it's worthyehaving a study,
and look at what other States do, and if it wodksf it doesn't work.
Thank you."

Representative Ching rose and asked that the Cémxdrd a no
vote for her, and the Chair "so ordered."

Representative Cabanilla rose to speak in supddtte measure,
stating:

"l rise in strong support, Mr. Speaker. I'm aptayer."

"I believe in positive incentives and that is whatly eligibility for
parole would be, but | don't think a prisoner siyngbing what is
required should be given brownie points. They #&hde spending
time doing extra services to gain extra points.hMa."

Representative Finnegan rose in support of thesomeawith
reservations, and asked that her written remarks&erted in the
Journal, and the Chair "so ordered."

Representative Finnegan's written remarks arelasvé:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support witservations on
S.C.R. 125 which requests the Department of PuBkdety to
research and study early parole eligibility progsatimat reduce the
minimum period of time that Hawaii inmates must tai become
eligible for parole.

"l believe it is important for us to look at théghpicture when
addressing the issue of housing prisoners. Houpitgpners has
been a challenging responsibility with increasixpenses that we
have not been able to fund.

"In order to get a handle on our spending in tteaawe need to
stop the revolving door of our prison system. Rdhating a
prisoner and in some cases instilling hope willdre of the few
ways to make a dent in this population. | woulke lio reiterate that |
feel strongly about prisoners fulfilling the terrof their sentences,
but remain hopeful and open that there is a bstiition than what
is currently in place.

"There are other ways to incentivize or motivaterisoner. The
early release program described in this bill opepsPublic Safety

and our State taxpayers to increased costs anidityiabThere is a
system in place for Public Safety to address tmisugh the parole
board. In order to make it work, Public Safetydwto change their
way of thinking. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Sonson rose to speak in suppdtieofneasure,
stating:

"Just a few words in support. | attended the ihgaon this
particular Resolution. | was really impressed by thstimony that |
heard from inmates, or former inmates. They haview that needs
some clarification, | think, for this body. To und@&and what's before
us, we have to go beyond the fact that they'radir¢here. We're not
asking why they're there, for what reason, et it a point where
we say now that they are there, so what now?

"What this Resolution is saying that we can leds is, and all
you have is a punishing or a punitive kind of pglieshich means
that if you do something bad, you get punished.r&@he no other
side. There's no policy of incentives to see ifaaa change to their
behavior. The inmate was very clear that peoplegtaound, tattoo
themselves, and join gangs. He pointed to the faat Hawaii
inmates when they were here in Hawaii, they wergt kmisy by
visits by their families and they had some hopatdéast seeing their
children the next Saturday or next visiting dayeytooked forward
to that and they behaved properly.

"This is not the behavior where they pick a fightanything, but
behavior training encourages that they attend etasshey become
more productive. They look at ways how they carptmluctive in
the program and where they can work outside inct@munity.
They can learn a trade. They can learn some wayaie a living
when they are out. This Resolution will take a loak ways to
incentivize people that are incarcerated to seethwineor not they
can make them behave in a certain way to be mar@uptive, not
just while they're in prison, but looking at th&iture when they are
released back into our community.

"And make no mistake about it Members, they wdldut. And if
they are out because they joined a program suttisasghey need to
go to class to become a carpenter, to be an eiactrior some trade
where they can be productive. Otherwise they vellback in prison
if we don't incentivize that kind of behavior. S'$ face it, we have
a problem and it's getting bigger. We might as el ways to
incentivize individuals who may or may not do ithetwise. So
please support this measure going forward. Thaok M. Speaker."

Representative Pine rose to respond, stating:

"Just in rebuttal. No where in this piece of léien does it say
nonviolent crimes. It's for everything, includingonseone who
murdered someone. Even in the testimony it talkbdut the
possibilities, but this leaves it wide open. Whericim hears things
like we should do more for prisoners, be nice tenth give them
things to make them act nicer, it's really hard foctims to
understand that language when they themselves tweated so
horribly.

"Why don't we require them to go to classes? #ytte not in
classes then we should say, why not. They should blasses. They
should be required to go to classes. They shouledpgired to go to
anger management classes. They should be reqoidedrh how to
be nice when they get out of prison. And it shob&l very well
known that they'll just go back to prison if theynee back into our
society and don't change. So our kindness towaisbmers is so
insulting to the victims and their families."

Representative Har rose to speak in support ofrthasure with
reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support witfoag reservations
on Standing Committee Report 1930-08. First oflaliant to thank
the Chair for passing out this measure, and tdSfeaker Emeritus,
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as well as the Representative from Mililani regagdiheir comments
in Committee with respect to the fact that thia study. A study that
is probably overdue.

"For me personally though, as we sat in the Coremifor Public
Safety and Military Affairs, | found two pieces téstimony that
were extremely compelling, which in essence guithedin terms of
voting with reservations on this measure.

"First and foremost, there was testimony from Br@secuting
Attorney's Office making it very clear that showl@ go down this
road, let's say that in the event the study shdws we give early
parole eligibility requirements. In the event asprier feels that he
earned good time and should be given credit, and/liatever reason
it contradicts and that the authorities say itmlid, then he could file
a lawsuit. So that's always a big red flag for mey time we're
increasing litigation.

"Moreover there was testimony from Public Safethich talked
about this earned credit for good behavior, andowint here is that
in my mind we're giving them credit for doing whhéy're supposed
to be doing, which is following the rules in pris@nd so for people
to say there are consequences to not behavingthvelpoint is what
we're doing is we're giving credit to people foirdpwhat they're
already required to do. And that is why | spokehwiéservations
against this measure. Thank you very much, Mr. Bpea
