"Dear Mr. Speaker and Members of the House:
Re: House Bill No. 2908 SD1

On April 24, 2008, House Bill No. 2908, entitled Bill for an
Act Relating to Audit Recommendations" became laithout my
signature, pursuant to Section 16 of Article Illitbé Constitution of
the State of Hawaii.

The bill would require the Legislative Auditor sobmit an annual
report on audit recommendations more than a yehthait have not
yet been implemented. It further requires the aaddiagency to
submit within thirty days to the Auditor, Senates$tdent, and House
Speaker a report explaining why the audit recomratonds were not
implemented and an estimated date when they wilhipgemented.
Finally, the bill requires the Executive Branch agjes to provide
periodic progress reports at intervals specifiedhigyAuditor.

This Administration respects the audit process reedgnizes that
the Legislative Auditor already prepares an annlisting of
recommendations from the previous year and exezusigency
updates on these recommendations. This providexppaortunity to
revisit audit findings that are still timely and ynavarrant further
review. Further, we believe the Legislative Auditdready has the
ability to follow-up on audit items that are mokah one year old to
determine to what extent they are still applicahted are being
addressed by the audited agency.

This measure is troubling because it would regthieecompilation
of audit findings without regard to how long agesk were issued
and their relevancy today. This would place ExeeutBranch
agencies in the position of refuting or explainthgt these findings
do not have a bearing on how they perform the pubérvices
entrusted to departments and agencies.

HB 2908 is also problematic because it impliest thél
recommendations contained in an audit are valide ltaedence, and
should be implemented. This simply is not true.e@ftdepartments
have explained that certain audit findings wereetasn partial
information, are not relevant to how they condingirt business, or
do not have merit. To force Executive Branch agesand offices to
comment on questionable findings year after year explain why
they are not being implemented serves no usefuliqpylurpose.
Further, requiring agencies to respond within atyhiay window
and then requiring updates at the discretion of #wgslative Auditor
is not a wise use of public resources and can trésuime taken

away from the main purpose of the departments agehaes-
namely, carrying out the programs and projects fildbtvithin their
jurisdiction.

| am proud of the record of this Administration riesponding to
legislative audit matters that have relevance amdldity. We
welcome constructive criticism and respond podiive suggestions
that merit proper revisions in procedures and @og: But, we
should not engage in paperwork exercises that dopramote or
enhance the delivery of public services.

For the foregoing reasons, | allowed House Bill. N®08 to
become law as Act 36, effective April 24, 2008, heitt my
signature.

"In 2007, media reports show that more than 3%dcm were
known to have died across the natifstom injuries sustained by
being left alone in a car. These numbers do ndudte those who
were left in a hot car and saved just in time, fwwse who have
suffered but have not died as a result of beingitetars. Far too
many children have lost their lives or suffered wliteis completely
preventable.

"This bill will help protect innocent lives by ghibiting operators
and adult passengers of motor vehicles from leathegvehicle with
an unattended child under the age of nine insidanfore than five
minutes, and makes such conduct a violation ofstatewide traffic
code.

"This prohibition provides one more tool with whiclaw
enforcement, firefighter, or rescue team personre} take concrete
action in protecting Hawaii's children by allowipgrsonnel to use
whatever means necessary to protect and removengermda,
unattended children from the vehicles.

"Law enforcement, firefighters, or rescue teamspenel will be
required to immediately report this violation toetlpolice if the
guardian of the unattended child cannot be locatéthin a
reasonable time.

"In addition, there is an educational componethictv requires the
examiner of drivers to test license applicantskioowledge of this
offense.  The requirements and penalties of leavingchild
unattended in a motor vehicle shall be printed @ara, which shall
be placed in the glove compartment of every rentator vehicle
offered to the public.

"l urge my colleagues to support this bill."
