"Mr. Speaker, we started this process back in BDbes when
the Governor submitted her Budget and the Finan&ian
assuming that revenues for fiscal year 2008 wooldecin at 5.7
percent, the same as the projection of the CowmciRevenues at
that time. This was done Mr. Speaker, despite thet that
nationally and locally, there were signs of an eroit slowdown.
Tax collections to date, when the Governor subuhitter budget,
were at 4.5 percent, which translates approximatel1 percent
less revenue. This was 21 percent less revenudhthabovernor
chose not to reduce the budget by at that time.

"Instead Mr. Speaker, she left the difficult démis for us to
make. Indeed she made our choices and our jobravea difficult
when | sought the input from the various department where we
might make some adjustments in the budget, wherenight cut
and where we might limit expenditures. And despitemising to
work together, and the rhetoric about having reoaoy revenues
aligned with recurring expenditures, the Governontiues to
deficit spend.

"Mr. Speaker, | commend the House, because w@atepp to
the plate, all of us, on both sides of the aighel made the difficult
decisions contained in this budget starting withustoDraft 1.

"Mr. Speaker, as you and many of us know, the Cibwn
Revenues is currently projecting a 3.9 percent trovate;
however, the budget before is balanced on a 3.&ntey growth
rate assumption. This was agreed upon in Confereetvecen the
House and Senate Conferees.

"Mr. Speaker and Members you recall that last yetid a Top
10 list of why everyone should vote for the buddetd last year,
you recall the Top 10 reasons were as follows. #reke were,
Mr. Speaker:

Last year,
the Governor articulated a bold vision for the fetof Hawaii, a
vision of innovation. She called for basing our mmmy on the
most plentiful resource, our brains, and our intiova She also
called for bringing an end to the problem of horsstess. She
called for bringing opportunity to those most inedethrough
employment opportunities, as well as relief frora ttigher cost of
living. Each innovative idea was funded through 2880.

"Through the process there were areas of commonngt
limited advances for renewable energy; whether alk &bout
clotheslines, or allowing solar energy farming gnicultural lands
is all and good. Funding incentives for importamfrieultural
lands, an issue the Legislature really hasn't mawedsince the
1978 Constitutional Convention is also a nice itéwith the
collaboration and desire to chart the future fomHia that was
somewhat evident last year, is absent this yeas.choices made
in this budget turn away from innovation, and taway from
investment in our people. At the end of the daig ltudget is more
about repudiation of investing in our people, peadahoice, and
personal responsibility.

"I wanted to specifically address the Public Charschools
because there were a lot of comments that were nradhe
budget's Committee Report. The comments refleatyene else's
missteps regarding Public Charter School fundingit it
conveniently leaves out our part in this mess. fBula that we,
the Legislature, passed out in 2007 was supposkeu® clarified
the way we spend, the way we fund public chartbosls. Instead
it lessened the base to calculate Charter Schadirig, setting up
the Charter Schools for a smaller per pupil amount.

"The Committee Report states that overall, therteh&chools
are getting more money and DOE less money in tindgét. What
it forgets to present is that the 7 percent in@éaverall funding
for Charter Schools accompanies a 20 percent iserea Public
Charter School enrollment. Parents are voting witir feet Mr.
Speaker, and there are waiting lines for thesevative schools.
What was approximately $8,000 per student last, yi@azause of
not having clarification in the budget formula, pped to $7,200
per pupil, per student, and that is with the addai $1.6 million
that the Legislature appropriated.

It takes $20 million that was supposetiddransitional
funding and it makes it recurring base funding. fat necessarily
against that, but | would have loved to understtireddiscussion
that would take place because the Weighted Stugembula and
transitional funding is, | think, paramount in tlliscussion."

For
these and other reasons, | am voting with strosgrvations on
this bill, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Herkes rose to speak in suppdtieofneasure
with reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | have pretty seriousereations for
this bill. My support for this bill is almost to ¢hpoint of being a
no. The reason I'm not voting no is not what thei$¢éodidn't do.
It's what the Senate didn't do, and what the Sepatéted.
Members might think that this is a very, very mitioing that I'm
rising about. But it was a very small appropriati@none-time
appropriation of $350,000, that's all, for a mobiiedical clinical
van that would service the areas of South Konay atl Puna, an
area larger than the rest of this State combined.

"With very little in the way of health services, Have an
agreement with Ka'u Hospital to operate the varhalve an
agreement with a private foundation to fund therafpen for three
years. So all we needed was $350,000, that'sladl.aFea has very
few clinics, and it might be 30 or 40 miles to thearest clinic.
And when you consider what's going on in this distnow with
SO2 and the danger that the volcanic emissionausing the
people | represent, it was a very minor approgiefor the health
and safety of thousands of people. And | say toSeate, shame
on you."

Representative Ward rose to speak in support efntleasure
with reservations, stating:

"Mr. Speaker | also rise with reservations. leriwith some
particular reservations regarding TANF funds. lidwed that those
were the unkindest cuts of all, in addition to witta¢ Minority
Leader has eloquently spoken in regards to thet@h&chools and

how this budget repudiates, rather than builds andures the
people, especially those who are the weakest aed ntbre
vulnerable among us.

"Mr. Speaker, I'm reminded that Father Mark, wihenopened
today’s session with prayer, said, '‘Be the voiaettiose who are
poor. Remember the weak.' | think this budget frgieem. | think
this budget skips over them. Temporary AssistarmeNéedy
Families is what TANF is all about, and | think whhest
summarizes the spirit of that is the saying, 'Giveman a fish and
you feed him for a day. Teach a man to fish andfged him for a
lifetime.' That's where we were going, teachinggtedow to fish
rather than throwing them a fish.

"And I've seen this telltale formula work all ovéire world to
raise people out of poverty. It works, it is onatthve've been
using until now. We're going to pull back and wesaying to the
poor, 'We don't believe that you have the humaruevadnd
personal worth that we can teach you how to fisk.Wént you to
sit on the side and we don't want to build you apbe self-
independent.' Some of the things that we're gaifzetdenying the
poor and the weakest and most vulnerable amongsufori
example, the biggest and unkindest cut is $12 onilfior youth
development and family strengthening programs.

"Mr. Speaker you know when you're poor there isralency to
pull the social fabric from out underneath one'mif one's
academic standards, and one's achievements. Tieeseramunity
based programs that help needy children and theients by
teaching life skills, healthy choices, promoting ademic
achievement, Mr. Speaker in particular fostering jeadiness,
that's what teaching somebody how to fish is adiuab

"The second biggest cut Mr. Speaker, in these TANTES is
$5.6 million in child care subsidies for workingreats. Every one
of us in this Chamber knows, without child care ezaildn't be
here. If we want those who are poor and have Ippsrtunities to
get to work, child care is fundamental. This ineeff enough by
itself to say, 'We want to shut you down. We wangitze you food
rather than giving you skills to get independent,ysu can have
self-esteem and pride in yourself.'

"Lastly this budget TANF cut has $3 million takemt of
connecting needy families to new jobs, again a eerg program.
And there's another $3.2 million that's taken fromildren at risk
from abuse and neglect. And anyone knows, evdreif'te not on
the Health and Human Services Committee, that wresrauts are
made to child welfare services, the rates of alarsg neglect
proportionately go up.

"In addition, Mr. Speaker | think we can rememtter 800 or so
practitioners, as well as clients who rallied hieist the other day.
There's going to be a lot of unemployment that thigoing to
create at the same time.

"The irony is that this is the counterintuitivémast paradoxical
way of going about helping people. Mr. Speakeriimpge terms, |
call it hoarding. Its hoarding rather than invegtin our people
based upon sound fiscal policy. It's hoarding fonwamber of
reasons. Number one, we have the fourth largesrwesof
Temporary Assistance for Needy Families in the tgunthe
fourth largest in the country. We also have the dsw
unemployment rate. So why would we have such a heserve
Mr. Speaker, and then want to have another $22omithrown on
top of it. It's hoarding. It's not a good use ofrmay, sitting idly.

"Right now we have 110 percent of our annual TAdeady in
reserves. Sixteen states hold zero percent in T funds. Mr.
Speaker, we get $100 million a year from the fédtsw that's not
chicken feed; $100 million and we're going to splekeven more
of that so we can deny these people those sengoese can deny
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those self-affecting personal growth strategies tfue sake of
hoarding funds.

"Finally Mr. Speaker, this budget is not only bdhem hoarding,
it is also based upon a total lack of confidencetha Lingle
Administration. Many times I've stood and said tkisFL-phobia,
in this case it takes the L off from Lingle and siitotes Lillian
like in Lillian Koller, the Director of the Departemt of Human
Services."

Representative Bertram rose to yield his time, tiedChair "so
ordered."

Representative Ward continued, stating:

"Thank you, Representative from Kihei. Mr. Speakiemwas
trying to talk about the irrational fear of Lilliakoller. These are
the professional welfare people. They know whay'teedoing.
What do we as a body know more than what they kihewause if
you look at the record, since 2000 the welfare sdiave gone
from 16,000 people down to 6,000. That is an acdistmpent in
itself. Also, Mrs. Koller has leveraged literallyumdreds of
millions of dollars in federal funds. In short, skows what she's
doing. So why does this Legislature think it knowetter and is
taking the money and taking the rug up from undattn¢he poor
and vulnerable.

"I don't understand it. The fall back, the faifesghe safety net if
you will, gives these doomsday predictions thattersed upon this
hoarding; that is unemployment is going to go sighHike it did
in the 90s. In the 90s Mr. Speaker, we had $150omiin reserves
and we still made it through those rough times.r#/going to
build up to that same scenario, but yet we have ajain the
lowest unemployment with the highest job creatiaterin the
nation. There is a safeguard in every TANF contriiéh 40 days
the State of Hawaii wishes to cancel those corgrdioey can
literally do it and all the agencies know that. Y¥laee in agreement
with it. But they are saying, 'Let's carry on witANF funds. Let's
carry on with helping the poor.'

"Mr. Speaker we should not assume our economybaitk into
the doldrums and tank as it did in the 90s. Thée ghathis budget
that I'm speaking about is unethical, it's unfaid ainjust. Other
than that Mr. Speaker, | like some parts of it."

Representative Souki rose to speak in supporhefmeasure
with reservations, stating:

"Mr. Speaker, thank you very much. Members, Ihatis speak
in favor of the budget with some relatively min@servations.
First of all, | want to thank the Chairman and Wiee Chairman
and the Members for doing an excellent job. This Wi second
term as a Chairman and he's getting better every. tMy aloha
and thank you for the good work you've done.

"Members, especially to the Majority, it's kind wbnic in a
way, but we're supposed to be the spenders, baeins that those
who want to spend are across the aisle. They sedmve taken
the way of the liberal, and we've taken the road tioé
conservative. We've switched roles. | don't know ifke that,
Members. I'm still a liberal and I'm proud of itwant to spend
where it's needed, and when it's needed. | haveongunction
about that. And these are some of the reservatiehg had, and
I'm telling the Members here that | think we needdok to the
future and begin to change our mentality becaiseelwe're kind
of regressing a little bit.

"When we look at the Council on Revenues, theyeamto 3.9
percent and we go to down to 3.5, that's fine. ®Me'oking toward
the future. However what is the trade off? Is thergade off in
GIAs? Is there a trade off in some good projectsbeing funded?
Is that a trade off? We need that. Why should wéhbebad guys?

Why don't we fully fund them and let the Governat, é¢f need be?
But we cut funding prior to the Governor, we've @aka
conservative posture. | might be proven wrong andple | am in a
way, because as we move along, and if the econaopsdthen
kudos to all of you. But if it doesn't, there bett®t be a big
surplus. It's kind of an artificial surplus, because've gone
beyond what the Council of Revenues projected.

"Constitutionally, if you don't follow the Councif Revenues,
you need to put in the local papers the reason wydwy went
beyond the Council of Revenues. We have not doae Maybe
we should think about it. | know the Chairman ialshg his head,
but the Constitution states that if you don’t fellthe Council on
Revenues, then through the local media you expléip you are
not following the Council of Revenues' recommenratatiAnd in
this case we have not, maybe because it's so,dlight 3.9 to 3.5.
Maybe that's the reason we didn't have to. Butithiigst a caution.
Maybe we should look at that. When we go againstGbuncil of
Revenues, we should have a good reason why we déeishould
publish it and let the public know why.

"So Mr. Speaker, these are my concerns. | domt wasound
like an ingrate because the Chairman and you, deaker, have
been very generous, and | want to thank you fortwia have
done. But again, it's my fear that we cannot comtito take the
conservative posture. We must think like Democratsl act like
Democrats. Thank you, very much."

Representative Thielen rose to speak in suppottheimeasure
with reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I'm rising to speak vgtime serious
reservations about the budget and I'll explain whgd | really
would reference Speaker Emeritus on this, who g&itiwe need
to take care of those who can't help themselvésnk that we've
missed that serious objective in this budget. Wé&gen talking
about the issues of homelessness and affordabingpfor some
time; we've had some rather heated arguments ahativith this
side proposing funding for the homeless. We knoat tthe
solution to the problem requires a continuum ofoast not just a
shelter, but a continuum of actions. We also kndat tthe
Governor has taken some very bold steps to hetpigharea, in
spite of the Legislature.

"We know that shelters provide services such adrgining, life
skills, drug rehabilitation, mental health serviegsl other services
that are essential to help people move out of beomgeless. And
that's why the $1.2 million reduction in the suppémtal request
for HMS 224 is so disturbing. The $1.2 million retlon will stop
cold, the Villages at Maile project. The VillagesMaile are the
next step in transition for hundreds of individyagproximately
320 children and adults from homelessness intesséiiciency.
The Villages are an excellent example how we asit®,sneed to
work together.

"The Villages have been a collaborative effort@n the State
and private enterprise to look at the issue of Hessaess and lack
and affordable housing, and make a significant Thp&he
Villages were developed through a public/privatetnexship that
started several years ago. The developer on thggproCarr
Development is in the final stages of the develapneé the 80
units to be used as transitional housing for reg&leof the
Leeward Coast area. And again houses approxim2&el\children
and adults. Units were developed at cost, with raditpfor that
developer, with the understanding that the opematitunds would
be provided for this through the State, and thhescruel effect of
this budget that takes away the operational funds.

"We've fallen short on our promise and this wal detrimental
to these hundreds of families. We've already swepbeaches on
the Leeward Coast. We all know that; we've talkbdua that in
this Chamber and it made many of the families erpemng
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homelessness disappear from public view. Many faminoved
into emergency shelters and these families warake the next
step toward self-sufficiency. The Villages of Mailéll provide a
roof over their heads, a place for families to depeheir skills
and become active members of their community. Aouss
center, as well as the day care program, were tdeleloped on
the property with the funding that is being striggavay today in
the budget. Children who have little stability imeir lives were
going to have an opportunity to be part of a comitgurA
community where they can learn and thrive and nth&g way in
the world. Now we stripped that money, puttingisit all the hope
that these families have had in the last seveiaisye

"Let me just give you an example of how sheltens these
kinds of housing projects help. Some of you haeel i@ theStar-
Bulletin about Laurie 'Sunny' Johansen, she was one ofrted
move in along with her boyfriend and 10-year-oldh,sBakota.
She said, 'lt's just going to run smooth | can'tellthe article. She
is a fulltime hair stylist and mother of two. 'S&s a 12 by 12 foot
room with a shelf, a dresser, towels, toiletriesl &our rollaway
beds, but perhaps most important she has a dooadmy. For
Johansen, that Waianae Civic Center will help $tmbiher
children's lives."

Representative Marumoto rose, stating:
"I will yield one minute of my time."
Representative Thielen continued, stating:

"Her son Dakota is attending an intermediate schearby and
she is also now studying to enter college.' | wish the best. But
how many other stories like Sunny's are going tosh®pped
because we take away the money that would be tbeoperate
and continue developing the programs at the VisagfeMaile.

"Speaker Emeritus, | agree with you. These areptaple we
should help. You and | know that, and today weratedoing it."

Representative Green rose to speak in suppoteofiteasure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In support. | just wahte add a
couple things about health from the Health Chanspective. |
think that many very tough calls were made, themo doubt. And
| haven't heard any testimony or Floor speecheaytdidat would
disagree with those tough calls, except to say itiety positive
things certainly happened.

"In the waning hours of negotiations with the Senado know
that the $5.7 million that was restored to the aidgr put into the
budget for the hospital system which will receivenatch a $7.5
million. That total of basically $12.5 million wilgo to our
hospitals, to protect them, to take care of ouppewho otherwise
wouldn't get care. Those monies will be used byt people of
the State and were critical.

"Also in the last moments, $1 million was dedicat®e the
Primary Care Association and the uninsured. Aghat's to our
most needy people; those who are often homelesse tvho use
the community health centers.

"So personally, | wouldn't dwell on a lot of thegatives. | know
that it's devastating to so many people becaude tigihit budgets
everything is difficult, but there was very clearfyom my
perspective, a commitment here at the end of tlssi&e to make
sure that essentials that do take care of our esegeople were
met. Are things perfect? Obviously we could haveneaup with
20 more proposals from our Health Committee thatldidhave
been all very valuable. And did | lament that sash¢hem didn't
make it into the budget? Absolutely. Easily, thewvem's perinatal
care, we all supported it, but when those toughistets were

made to take care of the hospital system, it dee® [a positive
effect State wide.

"So | just wanted to, from my position, to offéxat perspective
in support of the budget. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Meyer rose to speak in supporh®fmeasure
with reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I'm rising in supporttbhe budget
with some reservations. First, | would like to tkathe hard
working staff of the Finance Committee; young mex avomen
who spend countless hours, some of them locked agaom with
no windows. They come out kind of blinking, 'Oh tkan is
shining." It's almost a joke when you see thensdy 'Hey they let
you out today." And they are always good natured extremely
helpful, and | appreciate that. And | think thaszalot to do with
the Chairman and the Vice Chair of the Committee.

"I guess my concern is that we have had very lawgpluses for
about three years running. The economy is swemfhg another
direction now, but | feel that we didn't set ouiopties back there
and now we find ourselves in a different situation.

"Mr. Speaker, what this bill does not have is amestment in
people. Investing in people isn't just about proggahat enable
people to realize their potential like TANF and gmams to move
people along the housing continuum. Investing iopte is also
letting people keep more of their money or giviragh when we
have a surplus for two years running. Tax relieinigesting in
people. It allows them to use more of their moregneet the costs
of daily living, or to invest in a brighter tomomo

"Friday night | received an email from a constituef mine, a
73-year-old man who lives in Hauula and | just wantead part of
it. It says:

'My recommendation to you is to keep the spendiogrdbut

prepare for the worst scenario. The people of Heakady pay
more taxes than the rest of the country. We alswiti the state
that has the highest cost of living. People ardyrestruggling

out here to make ends meet. How can the Legislatel us?'
he asked. 'Simple. Cut down taxes. Help busineasesl in

order to provide more jobs for the people of Hayait wasteful
spending and concentrate on the economy.'

That was from Kenneth Ching and, | think, good adyvi

"I have to disagree with Speaker Emeritus as fartle
Republicans being big spenders. | just looked affigures of the
grants-in-aid that we provided to nonprofits. Wentvfom $1.1
million in 2003, to $39.4 million in 2004, $33.9 liiwn in 2005,
$73.4 million in 2006, down to $43.6 million in 2D0ANd we're a
state that, it has been mentioned by many diffepeple, have
very loose oversight on the grants-in-aid. Thisre looked like
sort of irrational spending and that's when we loésl of money.
That's where a lot of our general funds went, &ad's what added
to our debt service. I'm not saying that these tgranaid, many of
them are very deserving, but because our process isose and
we use very little criteria, there is in my mindig question as to
whether all these folks were deserving. And wita gurplus, by
making these generous donations to these graraistine limited
the money we could give back to the hard workingpte of
Hawaii who had paid all of the money that came ithte State's
coffers.

"The Senate President was recently quoted in al Ipaper
talking about how tax relief is revenue lost in ®Bate, as if the
State is somehow superior to the people it wastenet serve.
Tax relief is the greatest investment of all beeaitisenables our
citizens to make choices in their lives. Tax relisf also an
investment in our economy. This is the tried ane tmethod that
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our Congress is undertaking this summer, a bigartisax rebate
package to stimulate the economy. Compare thattivihax relief
this Legislature is offering: one dollar. Not a ldolthat you can
put in your pocket. You must wait until April of @0 when you
fill out your tax return and you will get a tax dieagainst what
you owe of one dollar. This speaks volumes of tivestment that
this Legislature wants to make in its citizens."

The Chair then stated:

"Excuse me, Representative Meyer, you time hasireskp
Representative Marumoto, would you like to yielduydour
minutes? You need two minutes?"

Representative Marumoto rose, stating:
"l would be happy to yield two minutes."
Representative Meyer continued, stating:

"Thank you, Representative. | also notice thatnpnent
Members of this Chamber and the Senate have edtcithe
Governor for not spending more through CIP as anseaf
investing in our economy. We've talked about oltdervice and
the methods the Administration has used to keep @hzount
down. When we discussed the HD 1 version of thegbtydand
simply note that we will soon top $600 million imraual debt
service payments, more than 10 percent of the Buadiget. As
you are well aware, the money from CIP takes a tong to make
it into the pockets of the people, sometimes twdhoee years.
According to your Conference Committee Report thenemy is
slowing down. We are experiencing difficulties ndvis solution
should be one that takes effect now.

"We should put money in people's pockets now, tilefederal
tax rebate. While many of the bills that we're gpto pass today
are not in the budget, but they will affect the deil and those are
bills that have created new fees which are likeesaand that |
believe is going the wrong way. Thank you, Mr. $eed

Representative Shimabukuro rose to speak in stipyothe
measure, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In support. | just wahte respond to
some of the issues raised about the Villages ofeévfanding and
just to point out that there are a lot of reasohy that project has
come into question. The Native Hawaiian homesteader the
SHA organization had raised a lot of concerns altloatt project
because it's located on Hawaiian homestead land they
rightfully did point out that with the thousandskéwaiians on the
waiting list, it did seem to be something they veshtto be
consulted about at least, as the beneficiarieshef Hawaiian
Homestead Trust. Of course they all sympathize thighhomeless
and everybody wants to help the homeless; that'sheoissue. |
think the concern was just that it doesn't meanabgimg all the
thousands of people that have been on that walishdor years
and years and years.

"And the other thing is that the people, the nkas in that
surrounding community have raised a lot of conceifiwey're
concerned about the quality of that land, whethés i
environmentally safe. They've had issues with ittaéind those
kinds of things that they really felt like the peof had moved
through so quickly that they didn't have time tawégheir voices
heard so they also had concerns. So there ara jlogtof things
that need to happen.

"I'm happy to report that | did have a very bneéeting with
HPHA on this topic and they are hopeful that thegyrbe able to
still accomplish the Villages of Maile using theiwn funds. They
also want to make sure they consult with the comtyuwith the
beneficiaries of DHHL, to make sure that those eons are all

addressed. So I'm really hopeful that all is net land that this
project might still have a way of going throughthe satisfaction
of all the different parties that are concernedutlito

"And | just also want to really express the hedtrthanks to this
Legislature because while maybe there were somgtiqgne about
that project, there's a lot of other great projélctd were funded as
was mentioned earlier, Kahikolu, which is going b2 a
transitional low cost rental project; the buildiimgKalaeloa, which
will also help the homeless; the Wilder Street @cbjn Honolulu;
and $1.8 million that's going to go to HPHA to fualll the other
homeless providers out there so they will have anch to try to
put in bids for that money. So there's a lot treest been done, and |
think again | just wanted to emphasize that théayds of Maile
still may go through. Thank you."

The Chair then stated:

"Members of the House, we've had 50 minutes o&tiebn this
particular measure. The Chair will allow one of tajority and
one of the Minority to sum it up."”

At 11:50 o'clock a.m., Representative Thielen estied a recess
and the Chair declared a recess subject to thefcéle Chair.

The House of Representatives reconvened at 11ckizloa.m.

The Chair then stated:

"Let my clarify my position. Representative Mamtm has
already volunteered three out of her five minutastite debate.
And the last person who wanted to speak from theokity was
Representative Pine who has her five minutes. t $usapoint, the
Chair will allow the Minority to have seven minute$ debate.
And | will allow the members of the Majority to heaten minutes
of debate. So we will have two members from thadvity, and
two members from the Majority. Representative Pipkease
proceed."

Representative Pine rose to speak in supporteofrgasure with
reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support witttroag
reservations. | first want to clear up what a covestéve is. It's not
about spending everything as the Speaker Emeritnd bf
implied. It's about spending wisely. Republicanfiebe that we
should spend money on teaching people how to téstching them
so that they don't live off of government for thestrof their lives.
So we believe it is wise to spend our TANF monest threvents
poverty that teaches people to have higher payihg.jSo we
believe in spending in those areas.

"The thing that really gets to a conservative pergling on
'pork’, things that are not the priorities of treigus departments.
For example, the first speaker talked about thidget putting
education first. Well let's look at how we put edtion first. In the
reading of this budget on First Crossover, | brdaughlot of
concerns about priorities of the Department of Btioa that were
ignored. Back then in the budget, instead of fugdimany
worthwhile Department of Education projects, we $iif7 million
for a synthetic turf field for Leilehua High Schathdium. It didn't
seem to go anywhere with my comments because i) Ve
double that. In the final budget we gave $3.3 onillfor Leilehua's
turf field. We also find that Miliani's turf fields in there as well,
almost $1 million. And also we're funding almost @illion for
Moanalua High School's artificial surface. | cateti you how
many high schools and intermediates schools staéewould love
that field. But I'l tell you that for the Departmieof Education,
those are nowhere in its priorities.
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"So what were the priorities of the DepartmenEdtication who
we have appointed and who have been hired to bguhss to tell
us what the priorities are in the Department of dadion. What we
feel is putting education first. The Department Bducation,
number 19 on their priority list, $4 million to revate McKinley
High School's Building 857. We cut that out of thedget. This
budget also eliminates funding for Kapa'a Elementachool's
library, which is 24 on DOE's priority list at $6n8llion.

"This budget also eliminates funding for Konawadviadle's
locker/shower building which is number 28 on the EEXpriority
list at almost $10 million. It eliminates desigmés for my sister's
neighbor's district for Kapolei Elementary, an awdaich is the
fastest growing area in our State. This is numigeor2 the DOE's
priority list. But apparently turf fields and a eitrack come before
crowded schools.

"For me personally, Mr. Speaker, and this has lzegend that
I've seen since I've been elected; we've done Nty to help
victims of crime. TheHonolulu Advertiser published a newspaper
article just this weekend talking about how somehef four most
high priority victim legislation did not go througl®ne shining
light that made it through this Legislature..."

The Chair addressed Representative Pine, stating:

"Representative Pine you are out of order atpbiat. Can you
confine your remarks to the budget, and not theratheasure that
is not before us."

Representative Pine continued, stating:

"Okay, I'm sorry Mr. Speaker. Lacking in this betigs money
for the one shining star that was mentioned as im@sthis
Legislature and that was to protect victims by isipg electronic
monitoring systems on perpetrators of domestic evict. We
passed that bill, but if a victim is so unluckytashave that violent
perpetrator say that he can't afford an electramienitoring
system, then he most likely will not have to weae ®ecause we
took the funds out of the budget for that.

"So Mr. Speaker, I'm very disturbed that we're spap
legislation that would give more rights to prisaewill help us to
help their families to survive them being in prisazive more
money to bring prisoners back home, and leave Vigg to
support victim's children. So that's why | risetwthe highest of
reservations, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Awana rose to speak in suppottefteasure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | stand in support df tmeasure,
however | would just like to mention my concerngaeling the
section that covers, or shall we say, lack of cager for the
Temporary Assistance for Needy families, which wiltimately
affect many in my district, and ultimately many dhghout the
State of Hawaii.

"Today we are all experiencing the many challerages lack of
finances to meet our basic needs and it is evidhentwith the high
cost of oil, food and closure of Aloha Airlines, AT Molokai
Ranch and now Aloha Airlines Cargo, that we artoirmore hard
times ahead.

$66,461,000 for school building repair and maintemestatewide.

health care to the underinsured and uninsured.

"The budget prioritizes public safety by providi$ig40,000 for
Department of Justice compliance issues regardiegtah health
services at our prisons and $271,000 for the Hawaiuth
Correctional Facility to maintain compliance withheir
Department of Justice Memorandum of Agreement.

"The budget also prioritizes health and human isesv by
providing, among other items:

- $10 million for adult mental health

- $4.3 million for emergency medical services

- $5.7 million to draw down $7 million in feder&linds for
hospitals that care for the uninsured

- $26 million for the completion of the Kukui Gamk purchase

"Education is another priority funding in HB2500D1. There
is 155% more money than the Governor provided ler repair
and maintenance of our public schools and 42% ntiwae the
Governor provided for the repair and maintenancédrafersity of
Hawaii facilities.

This is the self-help motto that hasbeused to guide
people out of poverty all over the world, exceptaislate in
Hawaii. This budget, with its cuts to TANF fundsdicates that
some legislators want to hand out fish rather tearpowering
people to take control of their own lives and beeoself-
supporting.

"Mr. Speaker, our Legislature's Budget ConfereGoenmittee,
led by Rep. Marcus Oshiro, Chair of the Finance @ittee and
Sen. Rosalyn Baker, Chair of Senate Ways and Medimslizing
the budget have cut $22 million out of proven jobeucing,
poverty-reducing programs.

"Instead of being used in the community to helpdyefamilies
and to prevent at-risk behavior in our youth, HoG@$eir Oshiro
and Senate Chair Baker chose to put this $22 millioa reserve
account where it will sit idle. Hawaii already hifie 4th largest
reserve fund in the nation, and this legislativenenever will only
make poverty-stricken families more numerous.

These figures prove that the work training and lyoat-risk
programs work — fewer people need cash assistansgpplement
their wages.

to help Hawaii's neediest find and retain jobs. efevmore
troubling, thousands of children that were enrolledarious after
school programs and at-risk youth programs will elothe
encouragement and support these programs offer.

They work wisingle parents to
find employment. They prevent teenage pregnhancyg cand
substance abuse and teach life skills to studeFiiese programs
also help victims of domestic abuse and work t@abrhe pattern
of child abuse and neglect.

"Mr. Speaker, the padding of this reserve fundtagally
senseless, inappropriate and borders on the iniggiit These cuts

families struggling to break the cycle of poverty.

"Mr. Speaker, there is one thing that needs tgdid to Chairs
Oshiro and Baker, on behalf of the thousands of &fivmost
vulnerable, "SHAME!," and to all the legislatorshev backed
these unkind cuts to the poorest and most vulnetalong us.

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker, for letting me speak witiong
reservations on this year's budget.”

Mahalo nui for your continuing commitment to public education and issues that impact
Hawai'i's charter school system. Below we present information on the 2008-09 Charter
School Administrative Office’s (CSAO) budget for charter schools. In specific, we are
requesting that $2,631,412 intended by the Department of Education (DOE) to be
transferred to CSAO for our newest conversion charter school, Kamaile Elementary, but
which were inappropriately retained by the Department of Budget and Finance (B&F) in the
EDN 150 budget, be transferred from EDN 150 to EDN 600. Attached, please find a letter
from the Governor’s Policy Office supporting this request.

Information about the intended transfer of these funds from the DOE’s budget to the CSAO
budget for Kamaile Elementary Conversion Charter is based on CSAO’s charter school
budget request submission to B&F as approved by the Charter School Review Panel
(CSRP) and the Board of Education (BOE); and the Administration-approved charter
school budget request as prepared by B&F and submitted to the Hawai'i State Legislature.

DOE 2008-09 Budget Transfer for Kamaile

CSAO’s original 2008-09 supplemental budget request to the Department of Budget and
Finance included a funding adjustment for three new start-up schools and Kamaile
Elementary Conversion Charter School. This new school funding amount was based on

Act 213, Session Laws of Hawaii 2007, Section 209, requires the Department of Human
Services (DHS) to provide a detailed financial plan for federal Temporary Assistance for
Needy Families (TANF) funds. After reviewing the plan posted on the DHS web site,
your assistance is requested in clarifying a discrepancy noted in your TANF financial
plan.

Page 4 of your December 2007 report (please note attachment 1 for reference) provides
a detailed TANF financial plan from Fiscal Year (FY) 2006 to FY 2012. For FY 2007 and
FY 2008, the beginning balance for the Federal Reserve Fund is the sum of the ending
balances of the Federal Reserve Fund and TANF Federal from the prior fiscal year.
However, this is not true for FY 2009-2012.

For example, the FY 2006 ending balance for the Federal Reserve Fund is $83.6 million
and the ending balance for TANF Federal is $35.8 million. The sum of these balances is
$119.4 million, which is the beginning balance of the Federal Reserve Fund for FY 2007.

Likewise, the FY 2007 ending balance for the Federal Reserve Fund is $75.3 million and
the ending balance for TANF Federal is $36.5 million. The sum of these balances is
$111.8 million, which is the beginning balance of the Federal Reserve Fund for FY 2008.

However, the FY 2008 ending balance for the Federal Reserve Fund is $66.8 million and
the ending balance for TANF Federal is $0.8 million. The sum of these balances is
$67.6 million, which is not the beginning balance of the Federal Reserve Fund for FY
2009 reported by DHS. Your report clearly shows a beginning balance of $92.2 million
in FY 2009, $24.6 million more than what the data actually indicates.

Furthermore, the FY 2009 ending balance for the Federal Reserve Fund is $47.2 million
and the ending balance for TANF Federal is $6.3 million. The sum of these balances is
$53.5 million, which is not the beginning balance of the Federal Reserve Fund for FY

2010 reported by DHS. Your report clearly shows a beginning balance of $78.3 million
in FY 2010, $24.8 million more than what the data actually indicates.

The cumulative difference over the two years discussed is $49.5 million. Similar
discrepancies are observed in FY 2011 and FY 2012, resulting in a $99 million over-
statement of revenue over the four years, FY 2009 through FY 2012 (please see
attachment 2 for details).

Please provide the following information:

1. Please discuss the reason(s) for the discrepancies in the calculation of the
fund balances for the Federal Reserve Fund.
2. Please provide an updated TANF financial plan that does not include these
discrepancies.
3. Please discuss the impacts to services as a result of these differences from
the original financial plan that you submitted to the Legislature in December
2007.

The only time that DHS has reliable figures for the actual amount in the TANF
Reserve is at the end of December following the close of the Federal fiscal
year.”

Finally, we wish to point out that while the TANF Reserve has been reducing over
the past few years, this is not solely due to our expanded TANF spending under TANF
Purposes 2, 3 and 4, including many new work and work support programs, positive
youth development and family strengthening programs, and child welfare services.
While Legislators are targeting these valuable programs for reduction, supposedly in
order to build up the TANF Reserve, please take note that there is another significant
contributor to the reduction of the TANF Reserve over the past few years.

Specifically, to maximize the use of Federal TANF funds, DHS shifted $18 million
in expenses from State money to Federal money in 2008, shifted $18.6 million from
State to Federal funds in 2007, and we had intended to continue doing this with the
Legislature’s approval. These Federal TANF funds are used for cash assistance to
the disabled and others who do not qualify for TANF and were previously paid with
State funds. These Federal TANF funds for cash assistance come from the TANF
Reserve and significantly reduce the TANF Reserve.

If Legislators are intent on building up the TANF Reserve again, instead of cutting
valuable work support and family poverty reduction programs, they can resume
spending State funds — instead of Federal TANF funds — in the amount of $20 million
per year starting 2009 for cash assistance to the disabled and others who do not
qualify for TANF as was previously done, prior to 2006. This would leave the TANF
Reserve at $48.9 million for 2010 and slow down the reduction in TANF Reserve
through 2012. Enclosed is an alternative TANF Financial Plan showing this strategy.

We stand by our policy in favor of putting all the Federal TANF Reserve to work to
prevent and ameliorate family poverty in Hawaii. Please encourage you and your
colleagues to join us.

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WHY WE NEED TO PROTECT OUR TANF-FUNDED SOCIAL PROGRAMS

Under budget amendments that the State Legislature is considering, there is a danger that
Hawaii’s most vulnerable populations will sutter harm due to severe spending cuts of
Federal dollars. Many parents and children will be deprived of programs that strengthen
at-risk families. bring about positive youth development and help people prepare for and
obtain employment.

The House budget plan (HB 2500, HD1) would impose $27 millivn in Federal spending
cuts to our State’s annual allotment of Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF)
funding. The Senate plan (HB 2500, HD1, SD1) would slash $22 million in Federal
TANTF expenditures.

While some Legislators think it is fiscally prudent to save these Federal dollars for
another day, making severe cuts to Hawaii's social programs would actually have the
opposite ettect. Research shows these programs (see attached list of programs) tulfill the
goals of TANF by preventing and ameliorating the long-term effects of family poverty,
thus saving taxpayer dollars. This is accomplished by providing services to assist tamilies
living in poverty by helping them find and keep employment. and by promoting academic
achievement and career preparation, reducing teenage pregnancies, fighting drug and
alcohol abuse, teaching life skills and healthy choices, and saving families from domestic
violence and child abuse and neglect.

Here are some of the reasons why the Department of Human Services (DHS) strongly
believes that the proposed cuts in Federal TANF spending would be harmtul for Hawaii's
people.

You can save Federal TANF funds but you cannot use them for a rainy day

Our State’s annual allotment of nearly $100 million in Federal TANF funds may not
serve as an effective “rainy day” emergency fund during an economic collapse. If a large
number of businesses do close in the future, their laid-oft workers would be eligible for
six months of unemployment benetits. Such families may receive too much money to
yuality for cash assistance through TANF. It is far better to put these Federal dollars to
work right now by providing needy residents with training. childcare, transportation and
other supports that enable them to successtully compete for rewarding jobs and become
fully productive, taxpaying citizens.

It’s magic: You can scale back on poverty prevention programs at any time

[f Hawaii does sustain a harsh economic downturn that causes a significant spike in the
weltare rolls, at that time we could reduce Federal spending on poverty prevention
programs and direct these TANF dollars toward cash assistance. DHS has the flexibility
to scale back or eliminate Federal funding for contracted services at any time. However,

why would we want to cut these valuable programs prematurely? Our State economy is
still growing and the family poverty prevention programs are succeeding. Moreover, our
TANF caseload has not increased since 2000, and a significant increase is unlikely,
despite gloomy predictions from some people.

Beware of self-fulfilling doomsday prophecies

I the Legislature slashes $7 million from our Federal TANF work and work support
contracts as the Senate has proposed to do, or slashes $5 million as the House has
proposed to do, this unwise move could result in a self-fultilling doomsday prophecy.
Curting programs that promote self-sufficiency by helping DHS clients transition from
welfare to the workplace would keep these families trapped in poverty. In addition,
companies may have a harder time meeting their labor demands by employing welfare
clients at a time when Hawaii has experienced the lowest unemployment rates in the
nation over the past several vears.

Getting the biggest bang for our taxpaver bucks

In addition, proposed cuts to family poverty prevention programs for at-risk youth would
result in more unwanted pregnancies, higher dropout rates in school. an increase in
substance abuse, escalation ot child abuse and domestic violence, and a general rise in
crime. Investing in positive youth development and teen pregnancy prevention programs
creates many additional social benefits, meaning we get more mileage out of our Federal
TANF expenditures. These added benefits include character building among at-risk teens,
better school attendance and graduation rates, avoidance of alcohol and drug abuse,
enhanced life skills and improved job preparedness.

We cannot hope for a bigger return on our Federal TANF spending than helping Hawaii's
voung people turn their lives around and achieve their potential as productive citizens.
Our strategy of contracting with community providers for family poverty prevention
services began in December 2003 when DHS awarded a total of $500.000 to three
organizations: the Susannah Wesley Community Center, Kokua Kalihi Valley and
Parents and Children Together (PACT). and has grown to an investment of
approximately one quarter of all our Federal TANF funds into family poverty prevention.

This compassionate and forward-thinking strategy has proven successtul for many
reasons. It has won the endorsement of top-ranking Federal officials, and it deserves to be
continued.

OQur TANF-funded programs are proven to be effective

When DHS funds family poverty prevention programs, we want to make sure this TANF
money is well spent. That is why we contracted in 2006 for an independent study by the
notably respected Lewin Group. This health and human services consulting tfirm
determined that every TANF-funded positive youth development and teen pregnancy
program in the State follows approaches that are known to be effective. The consultants

based this analysis on visits to the program sites and on extensive research published in
the scientific literature.

Proposed Federal TANF spending reductions disregard the TANF Strategic Plan

The Legislature’s intention to sharply reduce Federal TANF spending totally disregards
objectives of the recently implemented Five-Year TANF Strategic Plan. This plan was
called for by the 2006 Legislature and developed over 18 months with the assistance of
community stakeholders across the [slands.

According to the plan, at least 25 percent of the State’s annual Federal TANF block grant
(nearly $100 million per year) should be spent on TANF Purpose 3 (preventing out-of-
wedlock pregnancies, including positive youth development programs) and TANF
Purpose 4 (forming and maintaining two-parent families, including family strengthening
services). [t the Legislature’s proposed spending cuts become reality, the percentage of
Federal TANF funds used for these purposes would drop to just 2 percent.

By spending Federal funds, we save State dollars

Since Lillian Koller became Human Services Director in 2003, DHS has worked to
maximize the spending of Federal dollars while minimizing the spending of State dollars.
This sound fiscal strategy has the Legislature’s support and is producing substantial
savings for the State budget.

For example, to maximize the use of Federal TANF funds, DHS shifted $18 million in
expenses from State money to Federal money in 2006. shifted $18.6 million in 2007 and
intends to continue this strategy at approximately $20 million annually in the future.
These Federal TANF funds come from the TANF Reserve and significantly reduce the
TANF Reserve.

DHS can accomplish this shift because our community-based service providers — the ones
in danger of losing TANF support — also use non-Federal funds to help families escape
poverty or avoid becoming destitute. Because these etforts are in keeping with the goals
of TANF. the Federal government allows DHS to count expenditures by our service
providers toward the State’s Maintenance of Effort (MOE) requirement.

This means Hawaii can use Federal dollars — and save State funds — when providing cash
assistance (welfare checks) to disabled people and others who are not eligible for TANF
because they do not meet the Federal work requirements. [f DHS has to cut back on its
service contracts. we will have to increase spending of State doHars to meet the required
MOE expenditures in order to avoid Federal penalties.

[f Legislators are intent on building up the TANF Reserve again, instead of cutting

valuable work support and family poverty reduction programs, they can resume spending
State tunds - instead of Federal TANF ftunds - for cash assistance to the disabled and

others who do not quality for TANF-and were previously paid with State funds. This will
restore approximately $18 million to $20 million to the TANF Reserve annually.

It is a scandalous waste to let our share of Federal funds sit idle

Finally, it does not make sense to leave Federal dollars in the Federal treasury rather than
put that money to the best possible use. To deprive our citizens of their fair share of
Federal dollars, or to let that money sit idle, is a scandalous waste of resources. Many of
Hawaii’s men, women and children have significant needs. We should use our Federal
TANF funding — every last penny - to empower people so they can gain self-sufficiency,
self-determination and independence. and lead happy and productive lives.

"The original Uniform Anatomical Gift Act was prargated in
1968, shortly after Dr. Christian Barnard's sucftédsansplant of
a heart in November 1967. It was promptly and unifg enacted
in every jurisdiction. The 1968 UAGA created themeo, not yet
recognized at common law, to donate organs, eyeésissue, in an
immediate gift to a known donee or to any donee thight need
an organ to survive. In 1987, the Uniform Law Corssion
revised the 1968 UAGA to address changes in cirtameges and
in practice. Only 26 states enacted the 1987 UAf@Aulting in
non-uniformity between those states and the statggetained the
1968 version. Subsequent changes in each stat¢he/gears have
resulted in even less uniformity. In addition, heitthe 1968 nor
the 1987 UAGA recognizes the system of organ peroent that
has developed partly under federal law. The 2006GHAs an
effort to resolve any perceived inconsistenciesetne adding to
the efficiency of the current system.

"The scope of the 2006 UAGA is limited to donasiofiom
deceased donors as a result of gifts made beforafter their
deaths. Organ donation is purely a voluntary degighat must be
clearly conveyed before an individual's organs arailable for
transplant. The current mechanism for donating msgé& a
document of gift that an individual executes befdesath. The
2006 Act further simplifies the document of gift dan
accommodates the forms commonly found on the betsiver's
licenses in the United States. It also strengttikaspower of an
individual not to donate his or her parts by petimit the
individual to sign a refusal that also bars otHays1 making a gift
of the individual's parts after the individual'satie

"Importantly, the 2006 UAGA strengthens prior lange
barring others from attempting to override an iidii)al's decision
to make or refuse to make an anatomical gift. lfratividual does
not prepare a document of gift, organs may stilldoaated by
those close to the individual. Another achievemeihthe 2006
UAGA is that it allows certain individuals to make anatomical
gift for another individual during that individusl' lifetime.
Healthcare agents under a healthcare power ohattand, under
certain circumstances, parents or a guardian, thaseower. The
donor must be incapacitated and the permissiorr diae to be the
individual in charge of making healthcare decisiahsing the
donor's life.

"Second, the 2006 UAGA adds several new classpsrsbns to
the list of those who may make an anatomical gift dnother
individual after that individual's death. The adoptof clear rules
and procedures, combined with the definition ofa%@nably
available," provide clarity to the decision-makipigpcess. If more
than one member of a class is reasonably availdi#ejonation is
made only if a majority of members support the dioma Minors,
if eligible under other law to apply for a drivefigense, are
empowered to be a donor. These seemingly minorgasamill
provide more opportunities for donation than cutlyeexist today.

"The 2006 UAGA encourages and establishes stasdfind
donor registries and better enables procuremergnazagtions to
gain access to documents of gifts in donor regstrimedical
records, and records of a state motor vehicle deeat. This
access will make it much easier for procuremengauigations to
quickly determine whether an individual is a dondnd, under
Section 8 of the 2006 UAGA, which strengthens taeglage
regarding the finality of a donor's anatomical ,giftere is no
reason to seek consent from the donor's family useethe family
has no legal right to revoke the gift. The practégrocurement
organizations seeking affirmation even when theoddras clearly
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made a gift results in unnecessary delays in piogwrgans and
the occasional reversal of the donor's wishes. €&weption is if
the donor is a minor and the parents wish to revbkegift. The
2006 UAGA acknowledges that the decision to doratgans,
tissues and eyes is highly personal and desergggcgefrom the
law.

"The tension between a healthcare directive ramgeshe
withholding or withdrawal of life support systemadaa donor's
wish to make an anatomical gift is resolved by pging, prior to
the removal of life-support systems, the admini&ineof measures
necessary to ensure the medical suitability ofdbeor's organs.
The 2006 UAGA provides that a general directioraipower of
attorney or healthcare directive that the patiemgsdnot wish to
have life prolonged by the administration of lifgpport systems
should not be construed as a refusal to donate.2006 UAGA
provides numerous default rules for interpretirdgpaument of gift
if it lacks specificity regarding the persons toeiwe the gift or the
purposes of the gift. One important rule, not pnése the prior
acts, is the prioritization of transplantation loertapy over research
or education, when a document of gift sets fortHcair purposes,
but fails to establish a priority.

"Another improvement that the 2006 UAGA achievssthe
clarification and expansion of rules relating tooperation and
coordination between procurement organizationshenone hand
and coroners and medical examiners on the othdikelorior law,
the 2006 UAGA prohibits coroners and medical examsrfrom
making anatomical gifts except in the rare instamdeen the
coroner or medical examiner is the person with ahthority to
dispose of the decedent's body. The 2006 UAGA ciamplith the
policy guidelines articulated by the National Adation of
Medical Examiners it also addresses widely reporéulises
involving the intentional falsification of a docunteof a gift or
refusal, to obtain a financial gain by selling @eldent's parts to a
research institution. A person who falsifies a doent of a gift for
such a purpose is guilty of a felony.

Arviohaal who
wants to claim the privilege needs only show tidate, that he or
she regularly participates in the disseminationinéérmation of
substantial public interest. Two, their position dbnilar to a
journalist. Three, their interest is similar tocaijnalist's interest in
protecting his or her source. And four, protectihg individual's
source is in the public interest. This definitiom mot narrow
enough to parse the bloggers who write to inforenghblic, from
the bloggers who merely write for entertainmenivbp have an ax
to grind.

"There is no ethical or professional thresholdirgtawhich to
measure these people. This bill treats journalaftsreputable
newspapers and media exactly the same as a writer gossip
blog. True, professional, full-time journalists, ether print,
television or online, are accountable to their@ditas well as to
their readership or viewers. In contrast, many Géog are
accountable only to themselves. Because of thedhess of the
definition, | vote with reservations."

Third, food-to-fuel mandates are helping drive bp price of
agricultural staples, leading to significant change land use
with major environmental harm.

Increased agricultymaduction
also means increased fertilizer use. The Natiorzdd&my of
Sciences reported last month that meeting the essgmal
food-to-fuel mandate by 2022 would lead to a 1Q%opercent
increase in the size of the Gulf of Mexico's "deatie" — an

area so polluted by fertilizer runoff that no adudife can
survive there.

Most troubling, though, is that the higher foodcps caused in
large part by food-to-fuel mandates create incestifor global
deforestation, including in the Amazon basin. As@imagazine
reported this month, huge swaths of forest aregbeleared for
agricultural development.

And wttka forests
are cleared and the land plowed for farming, thbarathat had
been sequestered in the plants and soil is reledauceton
scholar Tim Searchinger has modeled this impactrepdrts in
Science magazine that the net impact of the foefdeb push
will be an increase in global carbon emissions —d #us a
catalyst for climate change.

"Again, the second reservation | have deals witnynof the
communities here in the State of Hawaii that anelegi under the
auspices of declaration of covenants, conditiorss @strictions.
These are rules. These are binding contracts tkaenter into.
And the fact of the matter is this: they have ieStre covenants
that we are bound to, and so these restrictive raus, whether
we like it or not, once we sign that contract witle developer, we
are bound by that contract.

While this speaks well for Maui Memorial's edit
worthiness, adding these revenue bonds to theigatiin they
oversubscribe Maui Memorial. Instead of improvimgstkind of
obligation at this time we should exercising finahaestraint.

"The research is compelling; children who attemelsphool or
other early education programs have better cognitrerbal and
social development and enter kindergarten bettepgred. They
are also less likely to exhibit later delinquenaydaantisocial
behavior, tend to demonstrate higher levels of skhohievement
and better social adjustment, and are more likelgraduate from
high school. A recent study on the Oklahoma unalepre-K
program (available to all 4-year-olds) in 2003 shdwthat low-
income students improved test scores 26 percett, Mispanic
students having the greatest improvement with a gdi 54
percent.

"Economically, investing in human capital yield=eater long-
term benefits than any tax credit or subsidy thattypically hand
out to developers and businesses. The Federal \ReBank of
Minneapolis published a report in December 2004 teserts
there is an extraordinary public return on invegtim early
childhood development. One study cited showed that total
benefit cost-ratio was $17 for every dollar investe other words,

"Mr. Speaker, the measure we have before us aidrethe
increase of reimbursement rates for domiciliaryecprovided in
licensed developmental disabilities domiciliary lesncommunity
care foster family homes, certified adult fostemes, and adult
residential care homes.

"At present, Level | caregivers provide 24/7 ca365 days a
year for a flat-rate of $1,200 per month, whichcaokdtes to
approximately $42 per day or $1.67 per hour. Thighpl of
caregivers covered by this bill can be charactdradeplorable.

"The skyrocketing costs of providing care to tHéedy and
disabled make it nearly impossible to operate. glaees must pay
their mortgage for their homes, most of which asediby the
residents. Caregivers must also pay for electricitsater, and
sewer costs that residents use; for property teg@seral excise
taxes, and income taxes; for food and kitchen sesyibathrooms,
and laundry supplies consumed by residents; foir tters and
gasoline used to bring their residents to the dpctor the
insurance they are required to carry; for any ¢atament they are
expected to provide their residents. How do yoetstr $1.67 for
all of these costs and still make a living?

"This dire situation forces caregivers to livethgir wits having
to fend for their own health insurance, retiremeavings, and
other fringe benefits employees sometimes takgfanted. Many
cannot afford to purchase medical insurance far family, which
now averages $1,000 per month. Ironically, thedessis who they
care for have medical insurance provided free &t courtesy of
the government.

"Caregivers have little or no privacy and must edikancial
sacrifices to even leave their own homes. 24-haue diterally
means 24-hour care. To even leave their homesgigears must
use part of the $1.67 per hour they earn to pagtigutes who earn
an average of $10 per hour. Caregivers have naisacao sick
leave, funeral leave, jury leave or any other feirigenefits. And
we wonder why almost all caregivers are immigraatgi/or
elderly. And we wonder why no students in our s¢hooday are
saying, "l want to grow up to be a care home operat

"Notwithstanding the lack of financial incentivesaregivers
tirelessly provide personalized virtual one-on-dmeds-on care to
their residents. On a daily basis, caregivers peepaenus and
cook meals for their residents that are mandateth®\state; they
clean the house so that they can meet stringemdatds of
cleanliness; they bathe their residents; they hedidents use the
bathroom; they dress their residents; they take tiesidents to
medical appointments; they make sure that resideks their
medicine; they do the laundry soiled by their resid; and after
all this, they entertain their residents and héipirt residents
preserve their dignity by giving them the feeliwat they still
belong in the community.

"Sadly, even after caregivers take their residemtand treat
them as members of their own family, residents siones become
combative and verbally abusive to their caregivB@me of them
hit or spit at their caregivers. At the same tinfe State hovers
over the caregivers looking for any sign of abuseeglect. When
a resident loses weight, the State accuses carsgif@ot feeding
their residents. When a resident gains weight,Stege screams
improper nutrition. Little do people realize thabregivers
comprise an integral part of Hawaii's healthcastesy. In hospital
terminology, HCCG's members have a total of abg®@! "beds".
What happens if these beds vanished because caregivuld no
longer operate making $1.67 per hour? Where wolldse
residents go? What would the State do? Shouldtdte Send them
to nursing homes that charge an average of $7,60@npnth per
resident as opposed to $1,200 in a care home? \htwvpay for
this?

"A 7% raise would bring Type | hourly rates to %3 per hour as
opposed to $1.67, far short of minimum wage, whgchow $7.25
per hour. Nevertheless, 7% would go a long wayrnooaraging
caregivers to continue to provide a service whiah $tate cannot
go without. It would be the first step in ensuritigs industry
survives. Some may say, caregivers got a $1.00haige a few
years ago. Prior to 2006, however, caregivers didraceive a
raise for about 10 years. Others may cite the kimgn State
budget.

"Sometimes, however, we must make difficult chsicey
looking at the necessity and value of the servaregivers provide
relative to other competing interests. HCCG urgesmakers to
make the policy decision that will show the careirgg industry
that lawmakers value their services and that thase cabout
providing home and community based care to therlgldend
disabled. Hospitals and nursing homes do not Hexeapacity.

"The e-waste recycling program encompassed inntieiasure is
placed within the Department of Health and, likee thiexas
legislation upon which it's based, puts the onusetattronics
manufactures. Some have argued that this progrtirdisrupt e-
waste programs already in effect; however, this smea simply
requires manufactures to file their recycling plawih the
Department of Health. It will not disrupt the retigg efforts of
manufactures that already have an e-waste recypliogram in
effect, and will require a manufacture-based e-vastcycling
program for those companies who do not yet recyw& obsolete
electronic devices. Thank you."

- Eighty-four percent of employers say K-12 schools are not
doing a good job of preparing students for the workplace; 55
percent say schools are deficient in preparing students with
basic employability skills (such as attendance, timeliness and
work ethic); 51 percent cite math and science deficiencies;, and
38 percent cite reading and comprehension deficiencies.

- A very small percentage of 4th and 8th grade students U.S
students (less than 30%) perform at a proficient level in math,
while up to 20% lack the competence to perform even basic
mathematical computations.
