There are
some people who have died in the process of having introduced this a
number of years ago, and we hopefully this time will have it run
completely through the whole system. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Creagan rose to speak in support of the measure, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. |1 am in support. | want to thank my Peace
Corps buddy for those kind words and I'd like to have those adopted as my
own," and the Chair "so ordered." (By reference only.)

Representative Creagan continued, stating:

"But I'd also like to say that this does give hope to people who are
otherwise excluded from these medications when it might save their lives,
and they need to be given to these people expeditiously or they might die
or they might suffer irreparable harm. So | think it's time that we pass this
bill. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."

The motion was put to vote by the Chair and carried, and the report of
the Committee was adopted and H.B. No. 1013, HD 1, entitled: "A BILL
FOR AN ACT RELATING TO EXPERIMENTAL TREATMENTS,"
passed Second Reading and was referred to the Committee on Consumer
Protection & Commerce.

Representative Rhoads, for the Committee on Judiciary, presented a
report (Stand. Com. Rep. No. 9-16) recommending that S.B. No. 1067,
SD 2, as amended in HD 1, pass Second Reading and be referred to the
Committee on Finance.
