Today's Hawaiian word of the day is mahina,
moon or moonlight. In Hawaiian mythology, mahina, or hina, was the
moon goddess, or the lady in the moon. Hawaiian mythology held that
hina was a great kapa maker, who traveled along a rainbow to her new
home on the moon to escape her troubled family. There, she continues to
make the finest kapa, and when the moon is full, as it will be tonight, you
can see the banyan tree, the dark spaces on the moon, where she obtains
the bark to make her kapa. Tonight is the night of mahina piha, or the full
moon. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."
