The Divine Blessing was invoked by Lieutenant Dianna
Doom, Salvation Army, after which the Roll was called
showing all Senators present with the exception of
Senators Aki and McCartney who were excused.

The President announced that he had read and
approved the Journal of the Ninth Day.

At this time, Senator Solomon rose on a point of
personal privilege, as follows:

“Mr. President, today we read in the Advertiser ol’ the
steepest drop in tourist arrivals since the great depression.
The year 1993 brought 6.1% fewer visitors than the
previous year and was the third straight year of plunging
anntial figures. This at a time when tourism in the Asian
and Pacific region on a whole is tip 10% per annum.
That makes Hawaii a net loser relative to the destination
areas of its region of over 16%. The figures raise a
presumption that there is something amiss with our
tourism promotions, when our neighbors’ tourism
industries are growing and ours is drastically contracting.
There is hardly a person in this state whose economic
well-being is not to some degree dependent on tourism.
Half of our labor force work in jobs are related to
tourism. It is our largest industry and foreign arrivals
constitute our biggest export affecting our state balance of
payment.

“Mr. President, we all must focus our energies, time
and intelligence to determine what we, the Senate and the
state as a whole, can do to reverse the disastrous decline
in our most important industry. This must he a total and
pervasive commitment and it must start now.

“It is with these considerations in mind that the
chairmen of the Tourism and of Transportation
Committees have schedtmled hearings regarding state
restrictions on taxi services at the airport. In the (lays
and weeks to follow, they and other committee chairmen
will be searching for the means to resuscitate our premier
industry. Thank you.”
