Senator Tungpalan rose on a point of personal
privilege, as follows:

"Mr. President, I rise on a point of personal privilege.

“On Thursday, I was outraged when I received this
letter from a constituent. It appears, from the typewritten
section, that he had great admiration for my honesty and
my integrity. In fact he said, and I quote: ‘I would like
to support your political endeavors because I feel you've
always been honest and full of integrity, a quality quite
rare in this day and age. You stand above other Senators
for this and many other reasons.” And he goes on to

mention how he’s always voted for me. What he did,
unfortunately, was enclose a check for a thousand dollars
with this letter, and in a postscript he wrote: ‘I will
personally come by to sign the check after you voted "no”
on the gun bills, and the bills are defeated.” 1 was
outraged. I couldn’t believe that anyone, especially in my
district, could have thought that they would have been
able to compromise my honesty and integrity. 1 don’t
think there is a Senator that I’ve ever served with and,
certainly, none in this body that would ever succumb to
any such bribery and, indeed, it is a bribery. Our laws
are very clear that you cannot offer any money to anyone
to influence their vote.

"I am not standing here before this body to voluntarily
resolve this issue in this manner. Unfortunately, I had
shared this information with you, Mr. President, with
others whom 1 felt needed to know, as with the Prosecutor
of the City and County of Honolulu and the Police
Department. [ wanted to have a complete background
check on this individual. 1 wanted to be able to know
thoroughly what actions and what options lay before me,
and I pursued this in a very diligent and very careful
manner. After all, this man lives but a block away from
my home.

“In his letter, he states that he has expensive,
precision-made  guns, European and  American
masterpieces that he said a street punk wouldn’t even
consider buying.

"I care about my family and 1 care about my
neighbors, and yet I want to do what is right, which is
why I brought this matter before the police and the
prosecutor. I wanted to be the Christian that | am; |
speak of ‘ho’oponopono’; I speak of healing; I speak of
pardoning, so we can be pardoned. 1 wanted to be able
to pardon this individual. Unfortunately, it’s out of my
hands now. The matter is before the prosecutor and the
police, and I am told that even though I would like to be
able to forgive and not prosecute, it is a matter now
before the prosecutor and the police and it is not one
which is in my hands any longer.

"1 would like to leave the people in the State of Hawaii
with this message: T will not tolerate this kind of activity.
The Senators in this state are as honest and as
uncompromising in their integrity as those in any other,
and 1 would hope that this kind of nonsense stops. We
deserve fair and just legislation to protect the citizens of
this state and I, for one, can always be counted on voting
that way.

"Thank you, Mr. President, and my colleagues.”
