Senator Solomon rose on a point of personal privilege
as follows:

“Mr. President, there was an article in the paper,
‘Islanders support Hawaiian cause.’ This is in reference
to the issue of Hawaiian sovereignty. It’s not too often
that I’ve stood on this floor and agreed with the
newspaper, but in this case I’m very pleased with the fact
that the poll did turn out like it did. I think that the
majority, not only non-Hawaiians, hut Hawailans alike,
would like to see some resolution of the whole issue of
sovereignty happen within the existing government. I
think that this has been the posture of many of our Senate
resolutions, as well as bills, i.e., to look for some
solutions within the existing governmental system. And as
you know, Mr. President, only the Federal Government
can settle the issue of sovereignty as it relates to the
Hawaiian people throughout the State of Hawaii.

“The interesting points are those that were made on the
issue of the beach, as to whether or not Hawaiians have a
special right to use the beach for camping, or protesting,
or whatever it may he. The poll indicates that many
Hawaiians felt that they had no special right.

“I know that there has been a lot of concern about this,
especially as it relates to Waikiki and the whole issue of
tourism. Mr. President, I would just like to remind all of
us here that in this great country of ours people do have a
right to protest, and that the Hawaiians do enjoy those
same rights, and l’mn happy to say that at least the
movement has been non-violent. I was very pleased of
the news media and that those tourists that were
interviewed did not feel intimidated. As a mnatter of fact,
they felt qtiite sympathetic to the Hawaiian cause and
Hawaiian movement.

“I’m hoping, Mr. President, that in this session, the
Hawaiian bill will move over from the House. I thought
it was a wise decision on the part of the chairman of the
Senate committee, when it was decided to let the House
move the bill, because, last year the Senate took the lead
on the whole issue of sovereignty and I was, not
disappointed, but unhappy as to how the sovereignty
commission came about with their recomnmnendations. I’m
hoping that we can figure out a way to bring all the
Hawaiian groups together so they can come up with a
way to move this whole movement forward, and that the
Hawaiian comnmntlnity will start to focus more of its efforts
toward the Federal Government and try to really look at
the State of Hawaii as being more of a helper in dealing
with the issues in reference to the Federal Government
and Hawaiian sovereignty.

“So with that, Mr. President, I would urge my
colleagues, if they haven’t done so, to please read the
article in the paper. If you don’t have one, I’ll be very
happy to send a copy to your office because I think the
information is revealing, in that it does support the silent
majority’s position on this issue. Thank you.”

ADJOURNMENT
