Senator Tungpalan rose on a point of personal
privilege, as follows:

“Mr. President, I rise on a point of personal privilege.

“Early this morning I received two phone calls from the
Big Island asking of my help to establish a Ho’oponopono
process so that our ka’ais can return to their proper
place. I would like to read a letter that was sent to me by
one of these individuals.

‘Certain events that have occurred in this investigation
of the missing na ka’ais have caused me to speak out
about the treatment of our Hawaiian kupuna. First of
all, it appears that the investigation is focussing on the
descendants of the Liloa and Lono’ikainakahiki. This
is ironic because descendants are supposed to he
involved in the repatriation efforts of their kupuna.

‘Yesterday I spoke with a very well known kupuna who
told me that his telephone was being wiretapped and
that he was under FBI investigation. He is about 80
years old and has health problems. He has helped
many people through his Hawaiian healing method, so
it bothers me to see such innocent Hawaiian people
being tormented to the point that it is making them
very ill. This is no laughing matter. I do not believe
our kupuna deserve this kind of treatment. Therefore,
I offer these suggestions to aid in the investigation of
this very sensitive matter:

‘That a Ho’oponopono team he created composed of
Hawaiians who can establish trust amongst our
people. These individuals have the capacity to
understand and work with the problem collectively,
with respect and kindness, to gather the information
by confidential means. Only through Ho’oponopono
will we resolve this Hawaiian issue;

‘That people immediately contact this team, people
who have knowledge of the taking of the ka’ais; and

‘That Governor John Waihee and Princess Kekaulike
Kawananakoa use their influence to support the
process of Ho’oponopono.

‘We all need to heal, and possibly through this means,
the Hawaiian people would be able to settle this matter
once and for all. It is hoped that our people will hear
of this letter. Let us not take each other down, but
work together by implementing our traditional
Hawaiian process of resolving this Hawaiian problem
through Ho’ oponopono.’
