REFERRAL OF
HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

The President referred the following House concurrent
resolution that was received:

Senator Tungpalan rose on a point of personal
privilege, as follows:

“Mr. President, I want to report that this past Friday,
March 25th, about 150 individuals concerned about the
ka’ais came together in unity. Liloa descendents and
people from various Hawaiian organizations throughout
the state were present. I wanted to take this opportunity
to thank these ho’oponopono practitioners: Abbie
Napiahi, Maile Akimsu, Arthur Holt, Maria Solomon,
and Aunty Betty Rocha, who is our Honolulu
ho’oponopono specialist.

“The guidance and direction of these kupuna served to
relieve the hurt and anxiety of the people who were there
and the many people whose hearts, I’m sure, were with
us. At the end of the four-and-a-half hour session,
everyone agreed on the following:

1. That the ka’ais are safe in Waipio;

2. That the iwi should go back to Papa earth. Papa is
our word for mother. In essence, we’re saying the
safest place for the iwi is in the bosom of its
mother’s hands; and

3. That it is important for all the people of this state to
remember the two chiefs and their contributions.

“As such, your Committee on Higher Education,
Culture and Arts and Historic Preservation will he
scheduling a hearing next Friday, April 8th, to discuss the
placement of two ki’i and landmarks in Waipio Valley. A
hearing will be scheduled at Honoka’a Elementary School
to also take up matters regarding the helicopter flight
activity into the valley and to also discuss the repatriation
of all other artifacts. I do believe we have something like
3,000 bones at Bishop Museum. We’d like to have all of
these bones properly repatriated from where they caine.
This will be a hearing, as I mentioned, scheduled for next
week Friday. I look forward to serving with Senator
Sailing, as her committee will join me in taking up the

matter with respect to the helicopter flight activity in
Waipio Valley.

“Thank you.”

Senator Solomon also rose on a point of personal
privilege anti said:

“Mr. President, as a follow-up and on a point of
personal privilege about the matter of the ka’ais, I would
like to remind this body that this is still being treated as a
second degree burglary. The Bishop Museum is still
working with the Police Department in the investigation.
We do not know, in fact, that the ka’ais are at Waipio
Valley. I’m hoping that those individuals, who say that
the ka’ais are in Waipio Valley anti who have any kind of
evidence, would share it with the Police Department.

“In conjunction to that, Mr. President, I would like to
further state that I have had disctissions with Dr.
Duckworth, who is the president of the Bishop Museum,
and he and the ktmpuna who are in charge of the
preservation of the ka’ais are very, very concerned. They
ask that if anybody has any information, to please notify
the police because they are still investigating.

“I want to retllindl this body that, according to the
museum, the ka’ais have been on loan to the museum
since April 3, 1918, and the original three parties
responsible for the loan were: the Office of Hawaiian
Affairs, representing the governor and representing tis.
the State of Hawaii; the Kawananakoa ftimily,
representing Prince Kuhio; and the trustees of the
Liliuokalani Trust. I know that there’s been a lot of
mana’o in the paper regarding the ownership of the
ka’ais, hut accordling to the museum, they have the
documentation to resolve the problem.

“Mr. President, the museum has also said that after the
disappearance of the ka’ais the Office of Hawaiian Affairs
formed a special committee that described the theft as a
‘desecration of the highest order.’ It is a result of this
committee that they have formed a puwalu, or a meeting
of Hawaiian elders, who I hope to meet with tomorrow in
my office to try to get a handle on what exactly happened
to the ka’ais.

“As a follow-up to the remarks that I made on the floor
previously, the Bishop Museum said that at no time did
they issue any kind of opinion concerning the identity of
the person or persons responsible for the theft. The
museum emphasized again that they are cooperating fully
with the Honolulu Police Department. I am hoping that li
those Hawaiian persons, or anyone lbr that matter, have
any information, that they please cal] the investigating
officer, which I was informed is Detective Clark or Officer
Clark, who is working on this case.

“It is my hope, Mr. President, that those responsible
for the disappearance of the ka’ais he brought to jLlstice.

“Thank you very much.”
