“I think, in light of this very beautiful article in the
magazine, I would like to take this opportunity to thank
all of my colleagues who have deliberated on a variety of
bills affecting Moloka’i, not only to help tourism, hut also
to help keep it ‘the illusive Hawai’i of our dreams.’
Mahalo.”

Senator Solomon also rose on a point of personal
privilege and said:

“Thank you, Mr. President. I also rise on a point of
personal privilege.

“Mr. President, I have an inquiry concerning the recent
report of the legislative au(litor which exposed an illegal
diversion of funds by the Department of Education, from
the area of edtmcational support mandated by the
Legislature in its appropriation, to the area of
administration expenses.

“Mr. President, it is essential to the workings of our
system of checks and balances that the executive branch
strictly follow the expressed intent of the branch of
government charged with the power of the purse -- the
legislative branch. In this case, the appropriation was to
the Department of Education with the specific proviso that
the department follow the legislative intent as clearly
expressed in the budget legislation. The Department of
Education has ignored that express intent. Some person,
or persons, in the Department of Education is, or are,
responsible for the illegal diversion of $2.2 million and
must be held accountable by this Legislature.

“Mr. President, as we have discussed, I will be
scheduling a leadership meeting early next week to
determine and undertake the proper and suitable action to
be taken by us this session.
