ADVISE AND CONSENT

Ldr. Coin. Rep. No. 3006 (Gov. Msg. No. 163):

Senator A. Kobayashi moved that Ldr. Coin. Rep. No.
3006 he received andl placed on file, seconded by Senator
McCartney and carried.

Senator A. Kobayashi then moved that the Senate
advise and consent to the nomination of DONALD M.
TAKAKI to the Convention Center Authority, term to
expire June 30, 1996, seconded by Senator McCartney.

Senator A. Kobayashi rose to speak in support of all of
the nominees, as follows:

“Thank you, Mr. President. I’d like to thank these
individuals whose names are before us today. They
volunteer their time and effort, and their willingness to
serve is greatly appreciated.

“I urge confirmation of all of these fine individuals.
Thank you.”
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Senator Matsuura rose to speak against the nominee,
Donald Takaki, as follows:

“Mr. President, I’m going to vote ‘no’ on Corn. Rep.
No. 3006 on Donald M. Takaki to the Convention Center
Authority.

“I want to explain why Fm voting ‘no’ on this
nomination. I find it very difficult to speak against
anyone, especially a personal friend, when their service is
a labor of love. I’ve had a hard tune trying to decide
whether I should vote ‘aye’ or ‘no’ on this nomination,
hut 1 thought I should at least explain my negative vote.

“When Mr. Takaki caine for the confirmation hearing,
I asked him if he had any knowledge of the previous sales
of the Aloha Motors site and he said no, he didn’t. I had
done some investigation looking at the previous sale and I
found Out that there were five corporations that were
involved in the previous sales. These are Japanese
companies. I found out that two people, Yukio Sato and
Toshiyuki Sato, were on the board of directors of all five
corporations. It appears, from the transaction of the
sales, that these corporations were selling the property to
each other, the same people.

I had a difficult time tracing the sales price which they
paid for the land. The only way I could figure out the
exact amount that they sold the property, or bought the
property from each other, was to examine the conveyance
tax and work backwards. I found out that there was a
capital gains tax to be paid in 1988. One corporation
made a $22 million capital gains in a matter of ten
months. I wanted to find out whether or not that
corporation had paid the capital gains tax. This land
transaction occurred in Hawaii so they had to pay, by
law, the capital gains tax to the State of Hawaii.

“1 wrote to the principals for the tax information over a
month ago, and they have not responded to me. I am
assuming that they may not have paid the capital gains
tax.

“The Aloha Motors site appraisal that was clone by the
state was valued at $120 million. The state paid $136
million for the land. I think it’s common knowledge
among all the business people and the financial people in
Hawaii that Mitsui Bank did not have the money to build
whatever Sukainto was planning to build or had permits
to build. During this period of negotiation, the Waikoloa
property on the Big Island, which had a construction cost
of over $350 million, was being sold for less than $100
million. The Japanese banks were taking a tremendous
loss.

“The Japanese bank also had the property at the
Kapiolani bowling alley, right next to the Blaisdell Center.
And there also, the bank took a tremendous loss. They
lost maybe 60 cents for every dollar invested. Having
knowledge that Mr. Sukarnto did not have the financing,
and with an appraisal of $120 million, and having the
golf course as an alternative site, paying $16 million more
than the appraised value is very difficult for me to
understand and accept.

“The reason for these increases in land value is that the
corporations were selling it to each other. The question I
asked of the chairman was, ‘Why didn’t you check the
previous sales transaction?’ If I am going to buy a
property for $120,000, I’m going to want to find out from
the person that I’m buying from, when did he buy it and
how much did he buy it for. I would at least look into
that. Surprisingly, none of this investigation was done
(luring the 60 days of due diligence, period. I also asked
the chairman, ‘Who was in the state negotiation team for
the property?’ And he said, ‘himself, Mr. Harold

Matsumoto and a private lawyer.’ I said, ‘Why Harold
Matsumoto? Why didn’t you include Mull flannemann
also, because he is more directly involved with the
convention center than anybody else?’ And I said, ‘What
about Mr. Alan Hayashi, because he is the full-time.
paid, executive director of the Convention Center
Authority, why didn’t you bring him into the
negotiation?’

“I’ll he honest with you. I personally feel that the state
paid too much for the Aloha Motors site. That’s my
basic problem because the Convention Center Authority
didn’t do the clue diligence of checking the previous sales,
and the negotiation was clone pretty much by one person
from the authority, with the other members really not
being involved. It is common knowledge that the Mitsui
Bank wotilci never have loaned Mr. Sukamto the money to
build his project. Everybody in the State of Hawaii who
has any knowledge of real estate will tell you that the state
paid too much.

“Now that the land deal is done, I think it’s time,
knowing that we have placed a cap of $350 million of’
which we have already spent 136, we should have another
chairperson take over so that there’ll he no question of
any impropriety. I’m not accusing Mr. Takaki of
anything. Be assured that I’m not blaming him for
anything. Mr. Takaki has clone his best.

“A lot of this information, I got in one clay. It was not
difficult to obtain this information, it was something very
simple. So, for that very reason, I’m going to vote ‘no’
only on Mr. Takaki’s confirmation. The other person is
all right. Thank yotm.”

Senator Holt then rose in support of Donald Takaki, as
follows:

“Mr. President, very briefly, speaking in support of
Mr. Takaki to the Convention Center Authority.

“Just for the members’ information and clarification
and to also speak in support of Mr. Takaki’s integrity,
my understanding was that, yes, it’s true that the state’s
assessed appraisal was $120 million. The City and
County of Honolultm’s tax assessed value of the Aloha
Motors property of $136 million, I believe, is what the
Authority, not just Don Takaki, hut the entire Authority
including Alton Kuioka, (who we’re voting on today)
made the decision on getting an agreement with the Aloha
Motors people -- just for the members’ information.”

Senator Fernancles Sailing rose on a point of personal
privilege and stated:

“Thank you, Mr. President. I rise on a point of
personal privilege.

“This is in respect to the editorial that appeared in this
morning’s Advertiser (which I was very glad to see, by
the way) talking about how we are giving a shot in the
arm to our airports. It also gives me the opportunity to
acid my comments to the article. One media phone call
which my office received, and I got later in the day, did
not aflbrd mae the kind of time to respond, so I’m going to
take the opportunity to add those comments now, because
we (10 have to clarify some misunderstandings out there in
the public, which Senator Ikeda alluded to.

“We’re getting some calls from people saying, ‘why
can’t we tise those monies to pay for raises?’ This is the
confusion that always exists with respect to special fund
monies and general fund monies. To make it clear, the
$22 million that we are using for CIP this fiscal year for
our airports, comes out of the airports special fund.
Those funds are from fees derived at the airports only,
and by both federal and state law, we cannot transfer or
use those funds for any other purpose other than airports.
I would be ecstatic if there was a way to transfer these
monies into the state’s general ftmncl to help with some
other pressing needs around the state, such as hurricane
relief on Kauai, but, by federal and state law, we can’t.
I wanted to clarify that important point.

“The second point, is adding to what was stated with
respect to the committee. There’s an ongoing committee
at the airport now that is looking at training of personnel
for the ‘Aloha Spirit,’ if you will. The tourism congress
met during this past summer and quite a few
recommendations were made. The Senate took it into
consideration and decided to expand upon the duties of
this committee to look at not just the training of
personnel, but to also look at the airport itself; the
facilities; whatever activities are occurring within the
airport. Do they provide a pleasing and authentic
reflection of Hawaii? This is the point where most
visitors entering our state start their trip or their vacation
in Hawaii. We felt that it was time, and so did the
tourism congress, that we look into that more carefully.
So the $22 million that we have in the Senate budget for
capital improvement projects is merely to implement what
this committee will be working on over the interim to
recommend, with respect to changes in the facilities itself.
Other additions and renovations to make our airports
more convenient and user friendly should also be looked
at.

“We’ve had complaints about the art not being
reflective of Hawaii. In fact, Senator Tony Chang
mentioned to mae one day that the art that he saw hanging

in the interislanci terminal looked like, perhaps it was
from Sotmth America. Those are the kinds of complaints
and concerns that have comae before us. It’s a serious
thing because we have seen pictures of other airports, and
truly they’ve clone a great job with plants and skylights
and opening it all tip. This is what those funds are for
and also to look at the kinds of activities that we wotilcl
like to see going on in the airport, such as music, for
one, such as the relocation, perhaps, of our el venclers.
Why are they out there on the streets, when they should
be in the airport itsell~ This is all part of Hawaii.

“We are trying, Mr. President, in one small way, to
bring that ‘Aloha Spirit’ back and to bring it hack to that
point where people first come and start their visit, and
that is at our airports. This is a statewide appropriation.
Thank you.”

Because it is in my district, there have been a
lot of calls to my oflice about the detention center,
primarily regarding the size and what it’s going to look
like being so close to thern airport and right next door to
the Airport Holiday Inn. I wanted to assure the Senators
and the public that any design that is contemplatcd fur
the detention center, the senior Senator from our state,
Senator Daniel lnouye and his staff have indicated that
Senator Lehua Fernandes Sailing, as Chairman of the
Transportation Committee with responsibility over the
airports, Senator Tanaka, as Chairman of the Tourism
Committee, and myself, as the Senator for the district or
the area, would have the opportunity to review these
plans to insure that the building is in conformity with the
rest of the area.

“Finally, Mr. President, as you know, that area is not
a residential area. It is an industrial area, and in my
view, it doesn’t have the problems that some of the other
sites that were under consideration have. For that
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reason, I support the airport site for the new federal
detention center.

“Thank you, Mr. President.”

Senator Chang then responded:

“Mr. President, in response to the remarks by the
Chairman of Judiciary, let me say that I did visit the
federal center in San Diego. I am not going to pretend to
t~e as good an architect as I am a fashion designer or art
critic, but I will say that that building we saw in San
Diego did appear to exceed, aesthetically, many buildings
that we already have in Honolulu that aspire to he office
buildings or residential buildings. I think that the
Chairman of Judiciary is on the mark when he predicts
that this may not be as objectionable as some people may
make it out to he. Thank you.”

JOINT SESSION

The Joint Session of the Senate and the House of
Representatives of the Seventeenth Legislature of the State
of Hawaii, Regular Session of 1994, was called to order at
4:08 o’clock p.m., by the Honorable Joseph Sotiki,
Speaker of the House of Representatives.

At this time, H.C.R. No. 490, embodying the
sentiments and official greetings of the Seventeenth
Legislature on behalf of the House and Senate, was read
by the Clerk of the House of Representatives.

The Speaker then presented His Holiness the Dalai
Laina of Tibet to the members of the Seventeenth
Legislature of the State of Hawaii.

At this time, Senate President Norman Mizuguchi
presented an orchid plant to His Holiness the Dalai Lama
of Tibet and Senator Malamna Solomon and Representative
Jackie Young presented Certificates on behalf of the
Senate and the House of Representatives.

The Speaker then stated:

“His Holiness the Dalai Lama of Tibet is in Hawaii
under the auspices of the Matsunaga Institute for Peace;
the East-West Center; the School of Hawaiian, Asian and
Pacific Studies of the University of Hawaii; the State
Office of International Relations; and local corporate
sponsors and supporting organizations.

“Members of the Seventeenth Legislature, it is my
distinct honor to call upon His Holiness the Dalai Lama
of Tibet to address us today.”

His Holiness the Dalai Lama of Tibet addressed the
Joint Session (through an interpreter) as follows:

“Honorable President and Speaker, His Excellency the
Governor, and members of the Legislature, and friends
who have gathered here, I am very happy to have this
opportunity to address the Joint Session of the
Legislature. It is also a great honor for me, and I would
particularly like to express my deep thanks for the warm
words of welcome which you have given to me, and also
the support that you have given to my work and myself.
Thank you.

“I learned that in this island of Hawaii, there is a
collection or gathering of many diverse people from
diverse communities, cultures and races, and religion,
and in spite of that diversity, the community as a whole
lives in great harmony and understanding of each other.
And this in fact gives me great pleasure, and I would like
to express may admiration for this.

“Just as the external physical environment of this place
is so pretty anti beautiful, so is the richness which has
been contributed by the diversity of people who are living
here, especially when this diversity which has been used
in the positive direction, bringing out its best and
definitely it gives an added color and enrichment to the
whole place.

“It is both my hope and also my wish and prayer that
the harmony, the spirit of harmony, anti co-existence
which we find here, could he extended towards further
directions so that it could he experienced and enjoyed by
other parts of the country as well.” (End interpreter.)

“Now, let me speak in my broken English a few
sentences.

“I always believe, as a real human life, there is
something really, as they say, that is not only precious,
hut something very, actually interesting because of human
intelligence. So we human beings, we can visualize or
can imagine, not only temporary situation, or temporary
fact, or temporary thing, hut we can think many years
into the future, even in some cases a hundred years or a
thousand years. With that intelligence, we also have the,
I think, special ability antI on top of that, I think clue to
science and technology, human ability now becomes very,
very strong. So in a way, the person or the thing which
have more influence, or influential, or is more powertul,
is also automatically the one most with the responsibility.

“So sometimes, unfortunately, the human intelligence
has the human ability, sometimes also it creates an
unnecessary or some other unfortunate things also
happen. So here, while we are acqtmiring our knowledge,
otir information, we must check oneself ... our motivation
-- how our motivation is. That is very, very important.
So long as the intelligence anti ability go with sincere
motivation, motivation which is based on the sense f.
responsibility, usually I describe as a sense of global
responsibility or universal responsibility, which essentially
very much in the spirit of compassion of himself or non
violence, now with that, then our future will trtmly he
brighter and a happy one.

“I always stress the importance of the clevelopmiient of
the spiritual side -- this compassion and forgiveness of
these things because it seems to mae, generally speaking, it
seems that people, I think, are too much concerned or too
much care about the brain development. Sometimes little
bit neglect about the basic human spiritual development
and meantime when I say spiritual -- spirituality not
necessarily religious faith. Of course, any individual who
believe any religion or any major world religion, of course
good. But even without religion, we can live, we can
survive, we can manage. But as a human being without
human compassion, then that person I think has no depth
as a person, has no human affection. That is almost like
a half human being -- half. So that person himself or
herself will not be a happy person antI also should that
person, wherever that person lives, all it is is some kind
of something, some kind of uncomfortable thing always
happens so, therefore, the other side, the human side, has
deep spirituality that means more to human feeling or
human affection or compassion. These things are very,
very important.
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“Now, with these things -- human intelligence, good ADJOURNMENT
education, and in the meantime with a good heart, good
things that go together -- then they like a flower. When At 4:35 o’clock pin., on motion by Senator Cliang,
we have gotten only one kind of flower and the same seconded by Senator Solomon and carried, the Senate
color, one color, then that garden may not be so adjourned until 11:30 o’clock am., Friday, April 15,
attractive.

Similarly,
on this planet, human beings have evolved five billions of
human beings. If all is the same culture, same pattern of
life, if it’s the same religion, then that may not be so
attractive. So it is better to have variety. But at the
same time, if all belongs to one that is human being,
everyone belongs to one human family. Actually, we all
belong to one human family.

“So I think the spirit of today is humanity -- spirit of
oneness within the variety, diversity, all this can go well
if we have intelligence, knowledge. In the meantime, a
sense of involvement, a sense of responsibility. So
wherever I go, I always share with other people this as
my firm conviction. The reason why I am stressing with
you today conviction, is basically I believe human nature
is gentleness. Of course, in the ancient mind, there are a
lot of negative things that these boggle our minds.
However, I think one dominant force of human life, the
basic foundation, I consider human affection
gentleness. So therefore, if we take cafe and involve
these in the development, there is possibility to increase
so the more the positive sidle increase, then the negative
side automatically can be less effective.

“So once more I very much appreciate, as I mentioned
earlier, the multi—culture. This is a small island with
spirittmal oneness, which is a spirit of one human form so
that is very, very important, very goodl. So thank you.

“Lastly, I would like to express my special thank you
for the orchid. It is very attractive, very, very beautiful,
and I especially love that kind of color. So very, very
good, hut also that gives me a little worry because in
Dharamsala where I live, the rest of the year, except
cltiring monsoon, the rest of the year very dry. So in the
past I tried, on many occasions, to keep or to survive,
and also with a great expectation of a good flower next
year, but always fail because of the dry climate. So I am
afraid this flower also I think will not survive. I feel it
gives me some more trouble, hut anyway, I am very, very
happy.

“Thank you very much.”

President Mizuguchi then stated:

“Your Holiness, Hawaii is deeply honored by your
presence in the islands. You have known mtich adversity,
yet retain the spiritual sense that guides your actions. We
are deeply impressed by the wisdom of your example and
hope that it will yield hope for you and your countrymen.

“Please accept our sincerest appreciation for sharing
your insights with us. We will long remember your visit.

“Thank you very much.

“Members of the House and Senate, and members of
the audience, after adjournment, I ask that you rise and
remain standing at your seats until after His Holiness and
the official party depart from the floor.

“There being no further business, I declare this Joint
Session of the Seventeenth State Legislature to he
adjourned.”

At 4:30 o’clock pin., the President declared the Joint
Session adjourned.
