“First of all. I’d like to thank you for having us here
today. I know your schedules are very busy but it’s a
real pleasure to know that we do have the support of the
State of Hawaii.

“I’d like to give you a brief agenda of what we’ll be
doing this year. Besides making appearances around the
State of Hawaii, we’ll be going to San Francisco, Seattle,
Los Angeles and Japan. Basically, our goal for this
year’s 42nd Cherry Blossom is to take the beauty anti the
culture of the Hawaiian Islands wherever we go anti to
share it ... share it with the people on the mainland anti
in foreign countries because there’s a lot about the islands
that the people don’t know. Also, we’d like to learn as
much as we can about the Hawaiian culture, the language
and the arts and bring it back to the islands to share it
with the local people here.

“I’d just like to thank you again for taking time out of
your busy schedules and having us here today. Thank
you.’,
