The Senate of the Seventeenth Legislature of the State
of Hawaii, Regular Session of 1994, convened at 11:42
o’clock a.m. with the President in the Chair.

The Divine Blessing was invoked by Brother Roy
Machado, Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints,
Kalihi, after which the Roll was called showing all
Senators present with the exception of Senators Aki,
Fukunaga and Reed who were excused.

The President announced that he had read and
approved the Journal of the Fifty-Third Day.

At 11:47 o’clock a.m., the Senate stood in recess
subject to the call of the Chair.

The Senate reconvened at 11:48 o’clock a.m.

Senator Tungpalan, on behalf of the Senate, honored
stack key guitar artist, Sonny Chillingworth, for his
contributions to Hawaiian music. Mr. Chillingworth, who
could not be present due to a bout with cancer, was
represented by his cousin, Myra English, who received a
Senate certificate on behalf of Mr. Chillingworth and
performed one of his favorite songs, “E Ho‘omaukaukau
Kokauwila Iwi,” in his honor.

Senator Ikeda then introduced the winners and coach of
the Math Counts Competition. The young men and their
coach received Senate certificates and leis by various
Senators.

Senator Koki rose on a point of personal privilege as
follows:

"Mr. President, I rise on a point of personal privilege.

"Mr. President, I would like to commend the governor
and the HGEA for working together to reopen the Bureau
of Conveyances. Home ownership is the top priority of
residents of Hawaii and it takes the lion’s share of their
budget.

"It is encouraging to see cooler heads prevail so that
our citizens will not see their housing pursuits increase
dramatically in cost or evaporate altogether.

"From the calls I have been getting, the emotional and
mental health of many of our home buyers and sellers
were in jeopardy. 1 am sure they are all relieved and
grateful.

“I call on the lending institutions to do their share and
not raise the interest rates during this week’s delay.

"Again, 1 would like to commend the HGEA for the
compassion and understanding that they have displayed in
agreeing to open the Bureau of Conveyances. Thank
you.”

Senator Graulty then rose and said:

"Mr. President, this morning the Judiciary chairman of
the House announced that the House would be agreeing to
the amendments made by the Senate to H.B. 2312, the
same-sex marriage bill. I want to take this opportunity to
thank the members of the committee for the work done on
that particular bill. I would be remiss if I did not
mention that Senator Iwase deserves the lion’s share of
the credit for the hard work he put in on the language of
the bill, which he co-authored together with the LRB,
Senator Koki was also very instrumental, at a time when
it seemed that the bill was lost, in trying to get the bill
revived. 1 also want to commend Senator Baker and
Senator Kobayashi who were very helpful to me. I
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appreciate very much the support they’ve given. All in
all, I want to thank all the Senators for their support and
encouragement. Despite the fact that the issue was so
difficult, we managed to come up with consensus on the
bill. I thank everyone very much.
