Senator Matsuura rose on a point of personal privilege
as follows:

“Mr. President, may I speak on a point of personal
privilege?

“Mr. President, this morning we passed several
resolutions in which the committee report was separated
from the resolution. I have no problem with this
procedure being legal. However, I think that as a policy
of this body, (I’ve seen bills in conference that were
gutted and totally new things were put in. The ptihlic will
never know what’s going on in this body.) we should try,
as much as possible, to mnaintain a simple procedure In
the legislative process so that there will be no conftmsion
anti mnistrust. I’ll he honest with you, I had to ask the
Senator from Mililani why we were separating the
committee report.

“My recommendation to this body is that when we
totally gut a bill anti put entirely new things in the bill,
that we at least notify everybody, including the public, so
that we all know that something unusual is being clone
and that people who are following this legislation will
know what is transpiring in this Senate hotly. As far as I
was concerned, I wasn’t aware as to why the committee
report was being separated, hut now I know. However, I
don’t think the public knows what is happening here and
what we have just adopted.

“I’m not objecting to the contents; it’s just the Senate
procedure. I think it would be simpler for the public to
follow a bill if the public knew that this bill was referred
to the Ways and Means committee. However, all of a
sudden it’s not referred to Ways anti Means and then,
bingo, we adopt it. The public is going to feel that we’re
doing something that needs to he scrutinized. It wouldi
have been better if this measure had a single referral from
the beginning. Thank you.”

The Chair responded:

“Your concerns are so noted.”

Senator Iwase also rose on a point of personal privilege
and stated:

“Mr. President, I rise on a point of personal privilege

to address the points made by the previous speaker.
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“1 appreciate the fact that he is, at this point, raising
the issue. I do want to correct some things or some
inferences which may have been made. First, that the
resolutions were gutted. They were not. These were the
original resolutions which were in the committee.
Second, the reason for the separation of the committee
report, which is a practice that I understand this body
follows.

“I would have been pleased to answer the question
during the discussion period when I made the motion,
and I am pleased to address the question now. Because
of the time constraint, we were circulating a form to refer
from a double referral (PEW then to WAM) to a single
referral (PLW). Because of the hectic work schedule, we
were not able to sign off on the report or the referral sheet
as soon as we would have liked to. In the interim, we
were circulating a committee report which was signed off
by all members of the Planning Committee, In order to
instire that the appropriate procedures of the Senate are
followed, I had to make the motion today, to separate the
committee reports from the resolutions. I do, again, want
to assure everyone here that there was no gutting of
resolutions, nor transmogrification of any of these
resolutions.”

“Thank you.”

Senator Matsuura rose again and said:

“Mr. President, I need to rebut on some of the
comments made.

“I wasn’t mentioning that the resolution was gutted, but
there are bills that were gutted and that is a fact. That’s
what I’m referring to. In fact, I introduced a bill
preventing the gutting of a bill at the conference level and
putting totally new material into the bill, which we have
(lone because I’ve seen it this session, not in this
resolution that we were just talking about, but in other
bills. I’ve seen bills that have been gutted and new
unrelated material put in, That’s what I’m referring to
and that’s my point of objection.”

Senator Iwase then responded:

“Mr. President, again, I thank the previous speaker.
My suggestion would be, if there is a big concern, that it
he raised when those particular bills are before the body.
Thank you.”

H.B. No. 1619, H.D. 1 (S.D. 1):

In accordance with the disagreement of the House to
the amendments proposed by the Senate to RB. No.
1619, H.D. 1, and the request for a conference on the
subject matter thereof, the President appointed Senators
Ikeda, Kanno, co-chairmen, Holt, Solomon, George as
managers on the part of the Senate at stmch conference.

At 12:12 o’clock pin., the Senate stood in recess
subject to the call of the Chair.

The Senate reconvened at 12:13 o’clock p. mu.

Senator George then rose on a procedural reqtiest as
follows:

“Mr. President, I rise on a procedtmral request.

“Mr. President, I request that we adjourn by a rising
vote to mark the passing of the 37th President of the
United States, Richard Nixon, and to remember some of
the ways in which this remarkable man chartered new
directions for the country he led.

“Many have forgotten that it was he who first conceived
the Environmental Protection Agency. It was his
administration that set up the Consumer Procltmct Safety
Commission and began to require federal construction
contractors to take affirmative action to meet minority
hiring goals. It was Nixon who, far ahead of today’s
headlines, proposed welfare reform and a national health
insurance plan.

“By recalling these initiatives, I don’t intend to slight
the pinnacle accomplishment of the Nixon presidency --

the trip to China dtmring ‘the week that changed the
world’ -- nor have I forgotten the dismal chapter of
Watergate.

“De mnortuis nil nisi bonum mnay have kind intentions,
but it isn’t history.

“We now adjourn in acknowledgement of the
contributions made by Richard Nixon and in trihtmte to the
office in which he served -- the Presidency of the United
States of America.

“Thank you.”

ADJOURNMENT

At 12:17 o’clock p.m., on motion by Senator George,
seconded by Senator Chang and carried, the Senate
adjourned until 11:30 o’clock am., Thursday, April 28,
1994, on a rising vote and observing a momnent of silence
in memory of the late Richard Milhous Nixon, 37th
President of the United States.
