Senator B. Kobayashi rose to speak on a point of
personal privilege, as follows:

“Mr. President, I rise to speak on a point of personal
privilege.

“I’d like to comment on what happened last night, with
regard to the smoking bill anti the change of the midnight
rule. Last night, as you know, was the decking deadline
for non-fiscal bills. We hatt assumed that there was a
decking deadline for all non-fiscal bills at midnight, last
night. What happened was that there was a procedural
mix-up, I believe, and a communication mix-up. First of
all, at about midnight it was unclear as to whether the
midnight deadline had been changed. Second, we were
not told of a rule change until sometime after all of the
activity had occurred, and it was not until sometime after
that we were told how the rule was changeci. The rule
change was made, I believe, by yoursell’ anti the House
Speaker, without notice, in secret. It applied selectively
and arbitrarily to a limited number of bills anti it was not
communicated generally. It seems it was communicated
to some legislators but not to other legislators.

“This is the scenario that I saw from my vantage point.
There was a very large anti important series of bills
having to do with, among other things, gun control, tip
on the 8th floor that ran late. It conchmdecl at about one
minute to midnight, at which point the conferees on your
smoking bill rushed and sought to get agreement from the
House on a package that we had put together. About that
time, one minute to midnight or midnight, the House
Chair rejected the Senate proposal. I did not know what
was happening in terms of the rule change. It seems that
the House Chair knew of the rule change anti it was easier
for him to reject the House proposal because he knew that
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he would have another chance later, after midnight, to
have another version of that bill approved.

“Shortly thereafter, probably around 10 or 12 minutes
after, I asked the chairman of our Senate side, ‘Do we
have a midnight deadline?’ The response from the
Senator was not direct at all. He said something of this
sort, ‘Where is the Senate President?’ and sent someone
to get the President. While this was being done, I said to
him, ‘If there is no midnight deadline, let’s discuss it.
We have 11 hours or until 11:00 o’clock,’ meaning we
have until 11:00 p.m. Friday to deck this bill. About
12:15, after further request from the Chair for me to sign
the bill in a new revised form, different from the version
that the Senate had put on the table at 12:00 o’clock, the
Chair said to me in approximately these words, and I
quote: ‘It’s up to you, Bert, if you don’t want to sign it,
it (lies.’ I paused for a second and mny reply was, ‘Then
it dies. The bill (lies.’

“A minute or two later, the Chair looked around the
roomn and said something of this sort, ‘1 didn’t know that
Stan was in the room,’ referring to Senator Koki.
Senator Koki had been in the room all the while we had
been in the room and, to my knowledge, had been there
for most of the late evening. (He’s another conferee on
the bill.) Seeing Senator Koki in the room, the Chair
rushed out and got the House Chair back to the table an(l
hurriedly agreed, over the table, to the new language,
which was the insertion of the House pre-emption clause
into the Senate draft that was presented at mnidnight.

“There was agreement at around 12:20 last night and
the bill was then circulated for signature. Shortly after
that, around 12:25, you, Mr. Senate President, arrived
back in the room. I asked you, ‘Do you have an
agreement with the House about the midnight deadline?’
Your response was, ‘For this one, yes. We’ll accept.’ I
(li(l not know that there was an agreement of the following
sort until later, after I left the room and was told such by
a House member, which I later confirmed with one of our
more senior Senate staffers. The understanding was that
the agreement between yourself and the House Speaker
was that only certain bills would be accepted, and only
certain bills that were finished close to the midnight
deadline would be accepted. I didn’t know that. I
thought, the midnight deadline having been broken, we
had many hours, perhaps almost a whole day or until
12:00 midnight to sign.

“At any rate, what really occurred is unfortunate. Why
do we have rules if they can be changed without notice
and in secret, without being communicated to all the
people that should be playing by those rules? Why have
rules if some people are being told of rule changes and
other people are not, so that some people are playing by
one set of rules and other people are playing with another
set of rules?

“The smnoking bill was a complicated bill in that there
were three different principal interest groups involved --

the tobacco industry, the restaurant/food and beverage
industry, and the public health sector. I make no
apologies that I represent the health sector more so than
the other two sectors. After all, I’ve been involved in the
Health Committee longer than anyone in this body for 16
straight years, most of that as chairman or vice chair, so
I took a strong stand on the bill representing the health
sector. I cannot imagine doing otherwise, being a
conscientious Health Committee Chairman.

“The position that eventually ended up, I think, was a
victory for the tobacco industry and a defeat for the
health industry. It was something that was very much
different from the earlier Senate drafts, including the
Senate draft that originated with our Judiciary Chairman

in another bill and the various drafts presented by our
current Senate Chairman up to midnight, last night. The
compromising between the three sectors took some doing.
Originally, as you remember, the House came over with a
bill that supported the tobacco industry heavily, hut
absolutely disregarded the restaurant industry because
they were required to make some very expensive air-
conditioning changes and get those certified within one
year -- tough to (10 when the economy is not doing good
for the restaurant industry.

“At any rate, a compromise was worked out earlier by
the Judiciary Chairman, and the health sector grudgingly
accepted. It’s not too often that you have the Health
Director, Dr. Lewin, use the words ‘okay’ and ‘tobacco’
in the same sentence, but that happened, and other people
from the health industry either hacked off their opposition
or grudgingly supported, including the Lung Association
and the Cancer Association.

“At any rate, not to go into the specifics of the bill, I
beLieve that we need to have rules that mean something.
I believe we need to have rules that are known publicly to
everyone. If these rules are to be changed, they should
be changed with due notice so that we know the rules
have been changed. When the rules have been changed,
the change should be communicated to everyone involved,
not just to some people and not kept secret.

“What resulted last night was confusion and I believe it
made it difficult for some of tms to work together. These
things should not have occurredl and should be prevented
in the future. Perhaps Senate rules should be changed so
that we do somnething ahotmt how our timetable is
stipulated or approved and how our timetable can he
changed. Maybe another suggestion would be that we
drop this deadline of the non-fiscal bills because if they
are to he changed arbitrarily and selectively for only
certain bills, then perhaps it’s not really much of a rule
anyway.

“Mr. President, I hope that somne consideration might
be mnade along these lines to look at what our rules mean
and to see if there would he a better procedure by which
to change rules, such as this timetable, and to
communicate those changes to those involved. Thank
you.”

At 12:21 o’clock p~mn., the Senate stood in recess
subject to the call of the Chair.

The Senate reconvened at 12:22 o’clock p.m.

Senator Kanno then rose and said:

“Mr. President, if I could address some of the
comments made by the previous speaker.”

The Chair asked:

“Senator Kanno, are you rising on a point of personal
privilege?”

Senator Kanno having answered in the affirrnative, the
Chair recognized Senator Kanno.

Senator Kanno then continued:

“Mr. President, I would like to address the points
raised about the bill, because there are many diflerent
provisions in the bill and I want to clarify to the members
of the body the extent to which this is a positive piece of
legislation having to do with the regulation of smoking.

“1 would differ with the previous speaker who stated
that this was a victory for the tobacco industry. I believe
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this is a very balanced measure taking the issue of
regulating smoking forward with the interest of the health
and safety of the public in mind. This is what the bill
does in that regard.

“First of all, we are implementing a ban against the
distribution of samples of cigarettes and tobacco products
in all of the following areas: all public streets, all
sidewalks, all parks, and within 500 feet of any school,
playground or other facility primarily used by persons
under 18. Also, we are making illegal the distribution of
promotional products of tobacco companies within 500
feet of any school, playground or other facility within the
state primarily used by persons under 18. If the
distribution is done within the confines of a permanent
commercial building, that would he permitted.

“Secondly, there are comprehensive laws already in the
statute regulating restaurant smoking throughout the state.
This bill goes further and extends that protection by
altering the definition of restaurants. It increases the
number of restatirants by including restaurants with more
than 40 seats. Currently, we only regulate smnoking in
restaurants with more than 50 seats.

‘Thirdly, restaurants currently have the flexibility of
expanding or dimninishing the size of their nonsmoking
sections. This is the language in the statute: ‘All
restaurants shall provide nonsmoking areas which are
reasonably proportionate to the preference of users.’ If,
let’s say, a group of Japanese visitors walks in and
requests that 90 percent of the seats he for smoking, the
restaurant can accommodate them as such. We are
implementing much stricter language upon passage of this
bill; the nonsmoking section shall constitute at least 35
percent of the dining area of the restaurant. Effective
July 1, 1995, that percentage goes up to 50 percent.
Restaurant smoking will be much more regulated as a
result of the passage of this measure.

“Ftmrther, this bill addresses the issue of whether or not
we should he banning all smoking in restaurants. This is
a very balanced approach in considering that there are
possibly severe economnic imnpacts of banning smoking in
all restaurants. Our number one industry is tourism.
Many of our visitors prefer to be able to smoke in a
restaurant and what we have done to address this is, we
have included in this bill a four-year pre-emption of a
county ban on smoking.

“We have created a temporary task force that is made
up equally of groups that are interested in the health
concerns of our citizens as well as the economic interest in
our tourism industry. These are the groups that are
included in the task force: the Hawaii Federation of
Physicians and Surgeons, the American Lung Association,
the Hawaii Medical Association, the Hawaii Medical
Service Association, Kaiser-Permanente Medical Care
Program, the ILWU, Local 5, Department of Health,
Department of Labor, the Hawaii Visitors Bureau, the
Hawaii Hotel Association, the Liquor Dispensers of
Hawaii, and the Hawaii Restaurant Association. The task
force will be coordinated by the Department of Business,
Economic Development and Tourism. Our intent was to
look at developing legislative proposals to address the
economic and environmental impacts of regulating
snioking in restaurants, cabarets and bars throughout the
state.

“Mr. President, I strongly disagree with some of the
comments made by the previous speaker in regards to this
being a victory for the tobacco industry. Rather, we’ve
taken a very reasonable approach in balancing the interest
of the people of Hawaii -- first, seriously looking at the
health and safety issues of second-hand smoke; secondly,
the livelihood of the state’s economy, and looking at

whether or not it’s prudent to ban restaurant smoking. If
it is, this task force will come to that decision, given the
right amount of time. If it isn’t, then a very balanced
approach can be considered by this hotly.

“Thank you.”

Senator Matsuura also rose to speak on a point of
personal privilege and stated:

“Mr. President, on a point of personal privilege.

“The Senator from Kairnuki’s argument was not the
merits or demerits of the bill. What he was trying to tell
us is that if there’s going to be a rule change, let
everybody know and it should apply to all bills and not
just certain hills. As the Chairman of the Health
Committee or as a conferee, the knowledge that the
deadline has been extended is critical when you are
negotiating and that’s the point the Senator from Kaimuki
was trying to make.

“If we are talking about the merits of the bill. I am one
person who feels that people in the private industry should
not he told by us how to run their restatmrants. However,
I have changed a little bit since finding out that the
secondary cigarette smoke has such a carcinogenic effect
on people who inhale the secondary smoke. I will acklress
these concerns when the bills relating to smoking comes to
the floor.

“The Senator from Kaimuki’s main points were that if
we’re going to change the rules, let everybody know. I
have no problem with the deadline being extended, hut at
least for the participants, they should be informed and it
shouldn’t be for only certain hills. If yotm’re going to
extend the deadline, extend it for all the hills. I think
that these were the points the Senator wanted to mnake.

“Thank you.”

Senator B. Kobayashi then responded:

“Mr. President, on a point of personal privilege.

“The concern was not the merits of the bill. The bill
will be before us later antI the merits of the bill can he
discussed then. I was concerned about the procedtire
which put me in an awkward position not knowing what
the rules were, and then finding out, only after all of the
action had occurred, what the rules were.

“I have to commend the Senator fromn Ewa who stuck
to a good three-way compromise until mniclnight. As
stated earlier by a prior speaker, your bargaining
advantage is greatly heightened if you know there Is no
midnight deadline. I did not know that. I don’t know if
our Senate Chair knew that. Further, when our Senate
Chair asked me, as I stated, ‘It’s up to you, Bert, if you
don’t want to sign it, it dies.’ I didn’t know that there
was a limit as to how long there could he discussion.
Remember, I had just told himn minutes ago, let’s discuss
it, assuming that there were hours to discuss it. So I told
him, as I said, ‘then it tiles; the bill dies.’ But I did this
knowing what the deadline was, and If’ I was a bit rough
on the Chair I apologize to the extent of saying that I did
not mean anything personal about his efforts to make for
a balanced bill. I simply represented what I thotmght was
the interest of public health in the State of Hawaii.

“Thank you.”

The Chair then mnade the following observation:

“Members of the Senate, let me clarif~’ the role of the
Chair with regard to the agreemnent made with the House
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on the internal deadline for non-fiscal bills. I assure the
body that there was no preliminary discussion with the House Bill No. 2287 as Act 30, entitled: “RELATING TO
Speaker regarding extending the deadline. You and I MOTOR VEHICLES”;
know, especially those of you who have been in this
chamber for a long time, that you don’t extend the House Bill No. 2327 as Act 31, entitled: “RELATING TO
deadline because nothing will happen. If I extended the LICENSE PLATES”;
deadline, with the agreement of the Speaker, we would
have no gun control measure before the body ... we House Bill No. 2334 as Act 32, entitled: “RELATING TO
would have no judiciary and ‘no smoking’ measures ... TOURISM”;
because people will wait until the last day and hour before
coining to an agreement. House Bill No. 2361 as Act 33, entitled: “RELATING TO

THE TRAFFIC CODE”;
“Both the Speaker and I were involved with the gun

controL measure and we felt that we were making House Bill No. 2462 as Act 34, entitled: “RELATING TO
progress. The Chairs of the House and Senate Judiciary INSURANCE”;
Committees were bargaining in good faith with assistance.
The hour was close and we had reached agreement on the House Bill No. 2825 as Act 35, entitled: “RELATING TO
gun control bill and the important measure on the CHARITABLE ORGANIZATIONS”;
