"It also creates confusion as to whether this Gion is covered
by Chapter 91 and Chapter 92 of HRS covering rukémga and
Sunshine laws. It would be difficult in making dggs to the
Corporation's Charter because it would require phssage of a
legislative Act, and rescission of this Charter ldorequire a two-
thirds vote of both Houses. It is inappropriatd antside the scope
of law to give a for-profit corporation ability taeclare that
exercising the power to collectively bargain on délof inventors
and labor organizations is an exception to all &tanti-trust and
federal anti-competitive practice, rules and ststut

"The veto message also pointed out that the k&l ectually hurt
the very entity it is intended to help, which ig fihhventor. Inventors
would have no direct representation on the board.

"There are further limits on inventors' return iowestment and
only allows the inventors to sue the corporaticerafjoing through
an elaborate and unnecessary grievance procesgustal to the
benefit of the corporation and not the inventor.

"The legislation fails to increase an inventobgity to compete in
a global marketplace and protect his patents beydmat is already
available through federal statutes.

"Finally, the Department of Taxation had a questiegarding the
tax free provision of the measure. On page 1thefHill, it says,
income of the company and the company's distribstto members
shall not be subject to State tax." And so, the Dapartment said
that the bill should be amended to clarify that theome of the
company shall not be subject to State income tath@tcompany
level.

"First of all, inventors are extremely well repeated in this
Charter. In fact, | think most inventors, if yaok at the testimony
as expressed through the Inventors Alliance andNttenal Hall of
Inventors for our country have supported this measaly because
they themselves, as inventors, know that througsh @harter they
might gain additional protection, notwithstandingr current federal
patent laws. So, that's one point that needs tiaiied.

"The second point that was made is regarding ekemfrom any
taxation. That's not true. The language of themany reads that as
a pass-through entity, the income of the compaayl slot be subject
to State income tax at the company level. Andekea reason for
that because taxes as applied to any limited liglibmpany under
Hawaii law is assessed to the partners and shaeisolof the
company.

"The third point that needs to be pointed out, Bpeaker, is that
we hear a lot of talk about ingenuity, and lotalktabout innovation.
Well, the cruel reality is that despite all of tiwentions that may
come out of the labs and the classrooms and thegesr most of
these inventions are taken over by corporate owiend because
they become part of the corporate global mainstreaamy of these
fine ideas and products seldom find their placéhéomarketplace for
the benefit of the inventors, community at larged dor those
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consumers who might benefit from these new idesinologies or
tools.

"This Charter, Mr. Speaker, would allow protectiai the
inventor's ingenuity, bringing better productshe tnarketplace, and
enable America's inventors to compete on the glotmketplace by
using their ingenuity, coupled with American invasnt power and,
of course, working with the various trade unionghbwithin our
country and throughout the world, so that no mattéere the
product or ingenuity or technique is brought thioagt the world,
one would have influences upon its use, and how produced
through our trade unions. So, Mr. Speaker, thezeaacouple more
hearings in the process before this bill gets @hould the Members
have any questions, | make myself available to themnd |
appreciate their support at this time. Thank ydu,Speaker."
