Application for Grants and Subsidies 

I. Background and Summary 

1. A brief description of the applicant's background; 

The West Kauai Business & Professional Association (WKBPA) has been in existence 
since 1964. It's mission has been to promote and increase business in West Kauai, 
particularly the communities of Kaumakani, Pakala, Makaweli, Waimea, Kekaha, 
Mana and Kokee; to foster closer cooperation among the businesses and 
professional representatives of West Kauai; to instill in its membership the feeling 
of responsibility for the welfare of the community, its public possessions and civic 
institutions and to assist in the development of the material resources of the 
community and to promote civic improvements. 

We have entered into a five year "Curator" Agreement, with the Department of Land and 
Natural Resources, to allow liS ready access to maintain the grounds of the Fort property. 

2. The goals and objectives related to the request; 

The WKBPA has undertaken to restore the Visual Prominence of the Waimea 
Russian Fort Elisabeth, under the guidance of the Hawaii State Parks Division, 
and, to this end, we secured nearly $60,000 in State and private grants to clear 
away the numerous non-native invasive trees and slu'ubbery, which had obscured 
the Fort view planes from the south, west and north. Such tree removal involved 
the donated use of several heavy cranes and other large equipment. 

We have utilized volunteer labor and services, for over three years, to maintain the 
cleared areas, prevent regrowth of the invasive trees, and to enhance the 
appearance of the Fort grounds within its park-like setting. 

We currently utilize a fleet oftlu'ee self-propelled push mowers, and three walk­
behind weed trimmers, to maintain the grounds within and near the FOli. 

The ground crew from the nearby Pioneer Seed Waimea Research Center utilize 
their large brush mower to clear three larger areas, to the south and east of the 
Fort, three times a year. 

Our goal and objective of this $12,000 Grant in Aid request, is to secure funds to 
purchase a commercial riding mower, and an accompanying trailer, to expedite 
our monthly and semi-monthly efforts to maintain the Fort grounds appearance. 

3. The public purpose and need to be served; 

The Waimea Russian FOli is a State Park under the jurisdiction of the Department 
of Land and Natural Resources. Budget limitations have minimized the areas of 
the Fort grounds which can be mowed and maintained by the State. We believe 
our efforts have achieved several purposes: 

a.) Made the FOli property and premises more inviting and welcoming to the 
public, and particularly to tourists, who often looked for the FOli but couldn't 
find it hidden behind the overgrowth 

b.) Eliminated the dumping of vehicle carcasses in areas around the FOli 
previously obscured by overgrowth

c.) Minimized nefarious lifestyle activities which used to frequently occur on the 
Fort premises due to the previous overgrowth conditions 

d.) Involved numerous community entities in the volwltary effort to mow and 
maintain the improved Fort grounds - such groups include members of the 
West Kauai Lions, Rotary Club of West Kauai, agricultural businesses such as 
BASF, Dow, Pioneer and Syngenta, and the many individual WKBPA 
business members who have volunteered their support for this ongoing project 

4. Describe the target population to be served; and 

The target population includes all the visitors to the Island who include a stop at 
the Waimea Russian Fort Elisabeth within their itinerary; as well as the nearby 
communities of Waimea, Kekaha, Pakala and Kaumakani . 

5. Describe the geographic coverage. 

The geographic coverage is focused upon the grounds of the Fort property.

In the months of November thru March (rainy season) we schedule two Saturdays 
each month to maintain the grounds at the Fort.

Each project work day is measured by the amount of regrowth that is inhibited.
