PA 'I Foundation, organized in 2001, is a 50lc3 nonprofit organiz.ation whose mission is 
to preserve and perpetuate Native Hawaiian cultural traditions for future generations. 
PA' I is governed by a seven member Board of Directors as established in its By Laws 
approved April 5, 2001. The goal of PA'I Foundation is to establish a Native Hawaiian 
Cultural Center on O'ahu to better serve the broader Hawaiian community, our 
businesses, residents and visitors to our islands. To accomplish these goals, PA'I partners 
with other Native Hawaiian institutions, local and National non-profits and individuals to 
successfully create and implement events and activities that strengthen our Native 
Hawaiian community. 

2. D The goals and objectives related to the request; 

PA' I is requesting funds for the planning and construction of the Festival of Pacific Arts 
& Culture (FESTP AC) Village. The FESTPAC Village will be the center of activities for 
the 2-week festival which will run from June 11-27, 2020, showcasing and celebrating 
the culture and arts of the twenty-eight Pacific Island nations from throughout Oceania. 
We envision the Village will be a gathering place for artists, cultural practitioners, 
farmers, residents and visitors long after FESTPAC is over. 

3. D The public purpose and need to be served; 

As the hub ofFESTPAC, hosted in 2020 by the State ofHawai'i, FESTPAC Village will 
provide a location where students, residents and visitors to Hawai'i can engage with 
cultural practitioners, artists and performers from 28 Pacific Island Nations throughout 
Oceania. Planning and construction of the FESTP AC Village will provide work for 
multiple consultants, including project managers and building consultants, cultural 
practitioners, architects, engineering and design firms, graphic designers, artists and 
construction personnel. In addition, the FESTP AC Village will be used to train the next 
generation of cultural practitioners interested in learning how to adapt traditional hale pili 
(thatched grass house) to meet with city and state building codes. Master hale pili builder, 
Palani Sinenci, will oversee and train interns and volunteers who will work alongside 
architects and construction personnel to build the Village.

The target population includes: local and international artists and cultural practitioners; 
locally owned small businesses, vendors and farmers, who will share their products, 
foods, arts and crafts at FESTP AC Village art markets; students, residents and visitors to 
the islands.

FESTP AC Village will be the center of activities for 3,000 artists and cultural 
practitioners from the 27 Pacific Islands of Oceania and Taiwan, that will attract local 
residents and visitors from around the world coming to O'ahu to experience the authentic 
music, dance and cultural expressions of the Pacific. The geographic coverage will be 
worldwide.

Through an RFP process, PA'I & Vicky Holt Takam.ine have been named by 
DBEDT as the FESTPAC Coordinator. Takamine has attended Festivals in 1985 
(French Polynesia), 2004 (Palau) as a delegate, and 2016 (Guam) as the Head of 
Delegation. She has experience with coordinating large international festivals and 
was the Conference Director in 2010 for the Healing Our Spirit Worldwide 
Indigenous Peoples Conference held in Honolulu. Takamine is a well renowned 
kumu hula and will be the Festival Director, lead Hawaiian cultural consultant 
and community advisor for this project.

For a long time it was illegal to build a traditional Hawaiian hale because the structure was not 
recognized in the Honolulu building code. Several years ago, under the leadership of Francis 
Palani Sinenci, a master hale builder from Hana, Maui (Maui County), cultural practitioners 
architects and construction experts helped to create the first set of indigenous special building 
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codes for indigenous architecture so that this ancient craft could be practiced in modem Hawai'i. 

After retiring from the U.S. Navy, Kumu Palani lived on O'ahu planting and harvesting kalo in 
Haleiwa and Hakipu'u while also studying the Hawaiian language and doing extensive research 
on heiau rehabilitation, fishpond and stone wall restoration and, most importantly, traditional 
hale building. Upon his return to Maui, Kumu Palani began teaching at Maui Community 
College. While there, Kumu Palani developed curriculum for Hawaiian Studies on Indigenous 
Architecture that is currently being used at Maui, Windward and Honolulu Community Colleges. 

Kumu Palani has inspired, developed and trained a group of more than forty dedicated kane and 
wahine (men and women) of various skills and knowledge who are committed to perpetuating 
indigenous architecture throughout the entire archipelago of Hawai'i and the Pacific. Together 
they have built more than 200 traditional hale throughout Hawai'i and the world, including 
Beijing. Kumu Palani was the project manager for the Kauhale complex at the Hana Cultural 
Center. He was recently awarded an honorary PHO from the World Indigenous Nations 
University for his work in the revival of indigenous Hawaiian architecture. This work 
encompasses Hale Building (traditional Hawaiian thatched houses), Heiau (Hawaiian temple) 
restoration, Loko I'a (Hawaiian fish pond) restoration, Uhauhurnu Pohaku, (Hawaiian dry rock 
stacking techniques), and Mea Umu (Hawaiian stone ovens and the art of Hawaiian cooking). 
Francis and Esse Sinenci, husband and wife, are joint recipients of the 2016 Tiny Malaikini Mea 
Kokua Award, Hana's highly coveted recognition for public service. 

Professor Peter Kalawai'a Moore is one of Kumu Palani's dedicated team of experts. He is a 
professor at Windward Community College and teaches among other courses Hawaiian 
Architecture at WCC. 

Glenn E. Mason, FAIA, NCARB, is the founder of MAI and former principal of its predecessor, 
Spencer Mason Architects. He is a project architect and the principal-in-charge for many of the 
projects undertaken by the firm. Born and raised in Hawai'i, Glenn received an M. Arch. from 
the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, before returning to Honolul~ where he has built his 40 
year career in the preservation of historic buildings and new design. 
Renowned for his award winning preservation projects, Glenn has worked on some ofHawai 4 i's 
most iconic buildings including Bishop Museum, Ali'iolani Hale, Hilo Federal Building, Pearl 
Harbor Memorial, Hulihe'e Palace and the last 35 years of maintenance and repair for 'Iolani 
Palace, grounds and associated structures. He was the 2014 recipient of Historic Hawai'i 
Foundation's Frank Haines Award and he was one of the Star-Bulletin's 2011 "Ten Who Made a 
Difference" for his work on the Pacific Aviation Museum's Ford Island Control Tower. A past 
president of AIA Honolulu and the AIA Hawai'i State Council, Glenn is currently the president 
of Hawaii Architectural Foundation. 

Kumu Palani Sinenci, Prof. Kalawai'a Moore and Architect Glenn Mason have worked on 
numerous projects together building traditional hale throughout Hawai'i. They are currently 
working on restoring the Hale on the grounds of the Mission House Museum. 

Vicky Holt Takamine is a well known kumu hula. While not an expert in development or 
construction projects, she has been working with Artspace, the largest non-profit developer of 
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Applicant _ PA 'I Foundation. ______ _ 

artist housing in the nation to build an affordable housing project for artist residents in Hawai'i. 
Over the past ten years, Vicky has attended meetings and discussions with architects, 
construction and design personnel to help design the building and has learned much about the 
industry. Now under construction in Kaka'ako, we look forward to the opening of Ola Ka 'Ilima 
in 2019. 

2. D Facilities

PA'I leases office and a dance studio/meeting space in Kapalama, Honolulu. These facilities will 
be used for planning meetings. 

Since 2007 PA 'I has been in partnership with Artspace, the leading nonprofit developer of artist 
live-work space in the nation, in developing the Ola Ka 'Ilirna Artspace Lofts project in 
Kaka'ako. Currently under construction, with a completion date of June, 2019, this 84-unit 
affordable housing project will include PA 'I as its anchor commercial tenant in a 5,500 square 
foot Arts and Cultural Center, with multiple dance studios, a visual art gallery and administrative 
office space- both for PA'I and associated initiatives, such as FESTPAC, which will occupy 
space in Ola Ka 'Ilirna during the final planning phase and implementation of the Festival in 
2020. 

We are currently looking at space for the FESTP AC Village and have identified 3 possible 
locations. All locations have adequate open space for the FESTP AC Village. The Village will 
need space for at least 15-20 hale pili, a large Hale 'Aina (Dining and Performance Venue), a 
food and vendor marketplace, bathroom facilities, facilities for security, information, first aid and 
emergency personnel. 

1. Kaka'ako Gateway Park: Located in Kaka'ako, the park is managed by the Hawai'i 
Community Development Authority (HCDA). The park has adequate space but will need 
electrical infrastructure for the FESTP AC Village. The location is close enough to 
Waikiki and is already being served by tourist trolley system. This makes it attractive to 
both visitors and residents alike. 

2. Kapi'olani Park Bandstand: Located in Waikiki, the park is managed by the City & 
County Parks and Recreation Department. Its close vicinity to Waikiki makes this an 
attractive location for the FESTPAC Village for both visitors and residents alike. 

3. Fisherman's Wharf: Located in Kaka'ako, the waterfront location is managed by the 
Office of Hawaiian Affairs. Its close vicinity to Waikiki make this an attractive location 
for the FESTP AC Village for both visitors and residents alike.

PA' I Executive Director Vicky Holt Takamine will focus primarily on the requirements of 
FESTPAC, reducing her involvement in other PA'I daily management duties, which will be 
assumed by PA'I Managing Director Ed Bourgeois, and halau teaching responsibilities, which 
will be undertaken completely by PA'I Artistic Director Jeffrey Takamine. Vicky will spearhead 
all fundraising related to FESTP AC. 

PA'I Managing Director Ed Bourgeois will focus primarily on the daily management of PA'I 
Foundation, as well as the transition into the new Ola Ka 'Ilima space in June, 2019. He will also 
be responsible for setting up the financial systems and banking associated with PA' I serving as 
fiscal sponsor for FESTPAC, and for ensuring ongoing fundraising for PA 'I operations and 
programs. 

With a new contract from DBEDT for FESTPAC Coordination, PA'I is able to add the following 
positions dedicated to FESTP AC planning and implementation - with increasing responsibilities 
and funding in each of the next three years: 

• Director of FESTP AC Administration and Development 
• FESTP AC Grantwriter 
• Administrative Assistant 

In addition to adding FESTPAC specific staff, PA'I will curtail certain of its perennial programs 
- such as Hapa Haole Hula Festival - in order to bring focus to the added requirements of 
FESTP AC planning and implementation.
