The purpose of this measure is to recognize Taiwan's global
contributions, significant trade and enduring relationship with
the United States, and sister-state relationship with Hawaii by
resolving that the Legislature:

(1) Joins the United States in endorsing the participation
of Taiwan as an observer in the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change, International Civil
Aviation Organization, World Health Organization, and
International Criminal Police Organization;

(2) Encourages the United States Trade Representative to
commence negotiations to enter into a bilateral trade
agreement with Taiwan;
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~ (3) Commemorates the fortieth anniversary of the Taiwan
Relations Act; and

(4) Supports Hawaii's upcoming twenty-sixth anniversary of
the sister-state relationship with Taiwan.

The Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in Honolulu and
several concerned individuals supported this measure.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Tourism & International Affairs that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 33 and recommends that it be referred to your Committee
on Judiciary.
