Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred H.R. No. 6
entitled:

“HOUSE RESOLUTION REQUESTING MEMBERS OF THE UNITED STATES
CONGRESS TO ANEND FEDERAL LAW TO ENSURE THAT VICTIMS OF
SEXUAL HARASSMENT AND SEXUAL ASSAULT WHO MIGHT OTHERWISE BE

The purpose of this measure is to request the members of the
United States Congress to amend federal law to ensure that victims
of sexual harassment and sexual assault who might otherwise be
forced into arbitration and silenced instead have access to the
courts.

The Hawai’i Civil Rights Commission, Hawai’i State Commission
on the Status of Women, Rainbow Family 808, and Hawai’i Women
Lawyers testified in support of this measure.

Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R. No. 6 and
recommends that it be referred to your Committee on Finance.
