The purpose of this measure is to strengthen compulsory
education standards in Hawaii by requiring private schools,
teaching any grade from kindergarten through grade twelve, to be
licensed or accredited by certain recognized entities, including
the Hawaii Association of Independent Schools, Hawaii Council of
Private Schools, Western Catholic Educational Association,
Association of Christian Schools International, or similarly
recognized entities that set standards that meet or exceed those
set by these entities.

The Hawaii Association of Independent Schools and Hawai’i
Council of Private Schools testified in support of this measure.
