The purpose of this measure is to designate the month of
October as “Disability Awareness Month: Employment, Enrichment,
and Inclusion”.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Health, Department of Transportation,
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations, State Council on
Developmental Disabilities, Hawaii Civil Rights Commission, and
one individual.

Your Committee finds that designating the month of October as
“Disability Awareness Month” recognizes the employment challenges
and successes of persons with disabilities in the State. This
designation will celebrate and increase awareness of the
contributions of workers with disabilities to the public,
reinforce the value people with disabilities add to the State’s
workplaces, and affirm the State’s commitment to creating an
inclusive community.
