waters.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Land and Natural Resources, International
Dialogue on Underwater Munitions, and five individuals.

Your Committee finds that decaying underwater munitions,
including unexploded ordnance, pose a threat to the health and
safety of humans and marine life. Your Committee further finds
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that coordinated efforts are needed to safely dispose of

underwater munitions abandoned in

Hawaiian waters while ensuring

the protection of the corals and sea life and prevention of

harmful algae blooms.
