e OnlJune 27,2013, the U.S. House and U.S. Senate appropriation committees
agreed to give Honolulu's rail project its full $250 million funding share for 2014 —
the single largest grant for any new startup project in the nation.
e~ ¢ 1he federal government is covering 30% of the cost of the project ($1.15B).
/ e There's a federal court case being argued before the 9" Circuit Court which
started on August 15" The plaintiffs are seeking for the environmental impact
statement for the project to be invalidated and construction to permanently be
halted.
e On August 29th, the State Historic Preservation Division (SHPD) approved the archaeological reports for
the rail project.
e If the City wins the case, the plan is to start construction by mid-September.

e East Kapolei to Aloha Stadium section to be completed by 2017.
e Aloha Stadium to Ala Moana section to be completed by 2019.

Development of Kapolei Fairgrounds

The Hawai‘i Housing Finance & Development Corporation (HHFDC) announced on August 10" that they are
seeking competitive bids from private developers to develop the 27-acre "Fairgrounds" parcel fronting
Walmart in Kapolei. HHFDC is considering both leasing and selling the property. The parcel was originally
planned for 4 projects — a commercial center, a church, a park-and-ride, and senior housing. However, the
parcel was rezoned in 2001 to allow for both commercial and residential up to 60 ft. in height. HHFDC now
says their objective is to have moderate priced housing and small-scale retail, including restaurants. HHFDC
estimates selecting a preferred plan by April 2014. In 2007, the land was valued at $34.3 million. Please
