KEY AGRICULTURE AND ENVIRONMENT BILLS

I had four bills that | authored pass the Legislature during the 2018 session. Another key bill
that | helped shepherd through the legislative process as the Agriculture and Environment
Committee Chair was SB 3095. Here's a short overview of each:

Important Agricultural Lands (SB 2074) The Legislature created the Important Agricultural
Lands law in 2008, which provides incentives to landowners in exchange for them preserving
agricultural lands in perpetuity. Those incentives were expiring, so this bill will extend the
program another three years until 2021.

Pilot Hemp Program Special Fund (SB 2556) This bill completes the creation of our hemp pilot V
program which occurred in 2016 and 2017 by establishing a Special Fund, where the licensing Lll
fees and potential fines can be deposited and used for the program's operation. On April 18,
