The purpose of this measure is to urge the Federal Government
to develop a national biodiversity strategy to preserve and
protect biodiversity within the State of Hawaii and throughout the
United States.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Land and Natural Resources; and the

University of Hawai‘i. Your Committee received testimony in
opposition from one individual.

Your Committee finds that the United States, and the State of
Hawai‘i in particular, face severe threats to biodiversity. While
the State has approximately twenty-five percent of endangered
species nationally, Hawai‘l receives only three percent of federal
funds available to manage at-risk species. A federal biodiversity
strategy could set goals, improve collaboration, and serve as a
coordinating policy to maximize the effectiveness of local, state,
national, and international conservation efforts.
