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Second Crossover was Tuesday, April 10.  Among other concerns, the 

House focused on addressing economic revitalization, education reform, 

and environmental protection.  As we wind down this Legislative Ses-

sion, we have accomplished many feats – including recognition of our 

beautiful District 27 in the Star-Advertiser article "Liliha Revitalization 

in Works" published on March 25, 2012.  I am so honored that - over ten 

years serving as your State Representative - we have together brought to 

fruition efforts to highlight the uniqueness of Liliha's historic and cul-

tural gems.  Our revitalization initiatives continue to develop each day, 

even recently inspiring the UH School of Architecture‟s urban studio to use Liliha as a 

model.  Our office is continuing to address general community concerns, and also expand-

ing our Liliha Vitality Project to include the Green Anthurium Project: a symbolic initiative 

to raise community awareness of diabetes.
