Ma’ili Elementary Crosswalk 
Sometime between the end of April and 
the beginning of May the City and County 
Department of Transportation Services 
will be surveying the area of Ma’ili Ele-
mentary, specifically the intersection of St.

HB 912 HD 1: Medical Service Coverage 

by                        Employer  

Requires an employer to pay for all medical services related to 
an employee’s compensable injury. Provides a process for an 
employer to dispute the payment of a medical bill.  

HB 913 HD 1: Relating to the Hawaii Rela-

tions Board 

Allows the filing of documents with the Hawaii Labor Rela-
tions Board by the original paper document or electronically.  

HB 914 HD 1: Relating to the Hawaii Rela-

tions Board 

Clarifies that the party seeking review of a decision and order 
of the Hawaii Labor Relations Board is to bear the cost of pre-
paring a transcript unless otherwise provided by law, in which 
case HLRB is to bear the cost of preparing the transcript.  

HB 1468 HD 1: Wai’anae Coast Compre-

hensive Health Center 

Appropriates moneys to the Department of Health to provide 
the Wai’anae Coast Comprehensive Health Center with fund-
ing for 1 FTE advanced practice registered nurse position and 
various infrastructure improvements for its school-based health 
center at  Nānākuli High and Intermediate School.  

HB 1471: District 43 General Obligation 

Bonds  

Authorizes issuance of general obligation bonds and appropri-
ates funds for capital improvement projects in the 43rd District 
Representative.
